Father Damien Devenster died at
aalokni on lundu’y', the 15th of
April, at R o’clock in the morning.
As s0on as life was extinet the Fran-
ciscan Sisters, who bave charge of
the wives and children of the lopers,
ok charge of the remaina, which
were clad in priest) y vestments, and
left to their last repose jn a poffin
linea with white silk,

On Tuesday, the 16th, Requiem
Mass was celebrated by Rev. F.
Wendelin, the resident mimsionary
st Heeta, on the Jsland of Oaha, in
the presence of a vast throng of
mourning lepers, to whom he prea-
ched a most touching sermon from
the text: “The good Shepherd
layeth down his life for his sheep.”
At the conclusion of the list sad
rites the remains were carried by
eight white Jepers to a vault pre-
pared at the foot of the laghala tree,
which sheltered Father Damien's
form during the first weeks of his
residence in Molokai. This wax
done at the dying request of the
martyr of Charity, who desired that
his remains shogld res; pntil the
day of Resurrection in the spot
where he spent his first resting hour

which was to end in suek o000
solf-sacrifice ! Simple, short a
rowfu! as Bishop Hermann Koeck-
ma_mu’s mournful epistle is, it will
bring the tear of God-given Chris-
tian charity to many an eye, and up
from the heart of thousands of
Catholics will arise the inoense ef
fervent prayer for the soul of that
gallant and glorious servant of God
who was faithful even unto death !
Father Damien Devenster, known
to the whole Christian world as
Father Damien, was born in Tre-
moloo, in the Diocese of Malines
Belginm, Javuary 3rd, 1840. His
outh was in_ acquiring
nowledge, but he wisely prized a
knowledge of God as far more
valuable than any accumulation of
worldly wisdom. Herein was laid,
by Providence itself, the firm foyn,
dation upon which the future life of
this true Missiovary of the Cross
was subsequently erected,

When the deceased martyr had
reached bis 24th year he was study-
ing Theology at the University, in
company with bis elder brother,
both baving affiliated themselves
with the Order of Missionary Priests
known as the Soclety of the Sscred
Hearts of Jesus and Mary, whose
members have charge of missions on
almost every inhabited island |n the
Pacific Qcequ.

Father Damien's brother was a
subject of the Bishop of Homolulu,
who requested him 10 go out to his
future field of labor after the com-
pletion of his ecclesiastical studies,
his ordination to take place upon
his arrival in Honolulu. When the
bour for departure came, however,
bis brother was seriously ill from an
attack of typhoid fever, and then
occurred Father Damien’s firat act
of selt-abnegation, by offering to
take bis brother’s place, sooner than
canse any delay in furnishing a
Christian missionary for that distant
portion of the Lord’s vineyard !
This was a magifestation of Chris.
tian heroism most pleasing to Al-
mighty God. The volunteer was
accepted, and in one week he was
on his way to his mission in a
portion of the world wherein the
name and fame of Father Damien is
destined never to die.

Father Damien arrived in Hano-
lulu on March 19th, 1864, and after
being ordained by Bishop Maigret,
he was sent as miesionary to Puna,
Hawaii, and subsequently he was
transferred to Kohala, and whilst
there he accidentally learned that a
Priest wes needed to sttend to the
lepera on the island of ‘Molokai, and
Father Damien volunteered to visit
them, in order that they might
make their Easter duty. On landing
at the island the young and zecalous
Priest wes astounded to find a flock
of mearly five hundred Catholic
lepers without a shepherd. The
unfortunate people were dying at
the rate of fifty every month—and
none to impart to the suffering the
solace of the Sacraments of the
Church of the God of Mercy!

“With the greatest sweetness and
gravity the celebrant proceeded.

Our last, fervent and comstant
prayer over our dear departed
triend's bier is that the mountain of
his eharity may cover the molehill
of his transgressions; that the
mercy of God may have over
shadowed his soul, and that his
exit from the land of lepers was
crowned by his triumphant entry
into the kingdom ot heaven, there
to join the noble army of the glo-
rious Marty rs whose blood has been
the seed of the Church of God, and
whose valorous deeds and sufferings
for the salvation of the human race
bave revealed to the whole warld
that there is but one God and one
Church under whose supernatural
auspices men can become heroes
through humility.

For years he lived midst God's leprous

mml;com ion, Father, Friend,
He gave himself—he could give no mare,
Tho' earth and time were his to spend.
Through the sourtesy of Bishop
Hermann we learn that Father
ien’s successor in the Molokai
Mission will be Rev. Father Wen-
delin Moellers, who, since last No-
vember, has been in charge of the
second viliage of the leper settle-
ment, and who is also chapluin of
the Franciscan Sistere.

One of these
officers, John Macdonell, formerly
a captain in Butler's Rangers, the
first member for GI ngurry, and
Speaker of the first Houso of Assem.-
bly for Upper Canada, ruised the
20d Battalion of the Royal Canadian
Volunteer Regiment of Foot, which
was placed on the permancot estab-
lishment and garrisoved this Pro-
vinece from 1794 to 1802, when, with
the Provincial Corps ot New Brans-
wick, Nova Seotia, and Newfound-
land, it was disbanded. [ts hend-
quarters were at Fort Georgo, nad
delachments were wtationed at Fort
Erie, Fort Chippewa, St Joseph's
Island, Amhberstburg, and Kingsion.

They were afterwards joined in Glen-
garry, in Canada, by tbe men of the
Glengarry Fencibles, or RBritish
Highiand Regiment, an imperial
regiment raised by Alastair Mase
donell, chief of Glengarry, in 1792,
under the letters of service i.omn
King George 111, as a Cathe s . [
all the officers and men of 11 ., rogi-

ment being of that faith, no less than
fourteen of the officers being Mac-

donells, and the chaplain  being
the Rev. Alexander Maedonell,
afterwards the Honorable und

Right Rov. Alexander Macdonell,
first Catholic Bishop of Upper
Canada, wha enjoyed a large pension
from the Briush Government on
account of bis great services ren-
dered to the Crown. In the war of
1812 they raised the Glengarry
Fencible Regiment, and in 1813 the
officers engaged to double the num-
ber of their establishment, and did
it. They were .in almost every
battle fought during the war. Two
gentlemen of the name weore awarded
two out of the five gold medals
given to Canadians for actions fought
during the war. One of them ne-
gotiated the terms of the espitula-
tion of Detroit, and waus killed with
Sir Isaac Brock at Queenston
Heights, and is buried with Brock
under the monument there, while
anotber with the Glengarry Fen-
cibles and the Glengarry militia
ok Ogdensburg and made the fa-
mous journey from Kingston to
Chateauguay, a distance of 190
miles, with 600 men in 60 bours of
actual travel, where he joined De
Salaberry, and with him boat Mr.
Howland’s countrymen, the Ameri-
cans, whose force was sbout five to
one of the British, These are the
Scoteh Macdovells, all of them, as I
have stated, Catholics.
