The Canadian American, pub­
lished in Chicago, in its issu* of 
the 9th inst., makes the following 
pertinent observations regarding

the political situation in the Do­
minion : The politicians of Cana­
da are at it hammer and tongs in 
anticipation of a General Election.

They are miser­
ably led. Ae a leader the eloquent 
Mr. Laurier is painfully, lament­
ably weak. He acts as if bung 
on hinges. Airily poised before 
audiences permeated with Liberal­
ism, he is fervidly loyal to British 
Liberalism, to which school he 
professes to belong; but he talks, 
liquidly of course, without giving 
the subject, which has been 
thrashed out by much abler and 
mere practical men, any new 
coloring whatever. Of “cute” 
phrases and similes studied out in 
t^he library with the utmost care 

■the imaginative leader hearing 
party applause while at work— 
we have plenty from Mr. Laurier. 
Of clean-cut, unmistakable lines 
fit to be woven into a tariff policy

figure as an orator, leaving his 
followers the task of apologizing 
for his lack of definiteness in the 
elucidation of hfa party’s position 
on the fiscal issue. The enthusi­
asm which he ip sail.to create at 
Liberal meetings niMlnk the- ear 
marks of the professional rooter. 
One fruitful cause of libes^l de­
feats in the Federal arena has been 
that party’s inability to construct 
a policy of native material, and 
Mr. Laurier has been one of the 
chief sinners in this respect, he 
having both before and during his 
leadership lent his aid to importa­
tions that promised large returns 
on an investment ot irrational 
party prejudice. Native votes 
were antagonized by this attitude, 
and as much by the mistakes of 
their opponents as by their own 
foresight, shrewdness, and dogged 
adherence to a protective platform 
have the Conservatives been able 
to win and hold power.

The Protectionists of the Do 
minion as represented by the Con­
servatives, says the same paper 
have, from their standpoint, noth­
ing to apologize for. They stand 
united for the present tariff. The 
country has progressed in good 
and bad years. It has not been 
torn with a financial panic. Its 
rating in tlje greatest money mar­
ket of the world is gilt-edged. No 
new country has a better one. 
What debt it has is represented 
by excellent assets in the shape of 
canals, railways, public buildings, 
and hundreds of millions of acres 
of fertile lands. The burden of 
taxation is not hard to bear. 
There has been no repudiation - of 
public debts anywhere within its 
domain. Such a picture, presented 
by a party claiming responsibility 
for the showing made and proud 
of its work, must have its 
effect upon an electorate sus- 
cgptibfe to argmnent and keenly 
practical in the vie'w it tak'es of the 
affairs of every-day life. To 
an onlooker the chances seem to 
be altogether with the Conserva­
tives. We do not believe that 
anything in the nature of corrup­
tion of constituencies need be 
feared. The battle will be fought 
on the tariff anti decided on that. 
School questions and other mat­
ters of more or less interest to 
to special classes of votersAvill be 
injected here and there intq the 
contest, but the deciding issue 
will be the National Policy as the 
late Sir John MacDonald -fashion­
ed it. Hard Times is sometimes 
the friend of the statesman out of 
office; but we very much doubt if, 
hitched to Mr. Laurièr’s chariot, 
the illvisaged visitor can pull the 
Liberals to the Treasury benches.

Sir Richard Cartwright has 
again been chosen as the candi­
date for the House of Commons, 
by the Grits of South Oxford. 
But judging by the reports pub­
lished in the Ontario papers, a 
desperate effort was made to 
squeeze him out, and he succeeded 
in securing the nomination just 
by the skin of his teeth. From 
all accounts the struggle for the 
party nomination was bitter and 
desperate. So much so, indeed, 
that the Knight of blue ruin 
threatened to let thecat out of the 
bag, and "let the whole world 
know the herculean efforts his 
fellow Grits were making to 
knife him. In his desperation he

hetiier or not this threat so 
frightened the Grit wire pullers of 
South Oxford that, for fear of ex­
posure they again chose the great 
mixer and muddler for their can­
didate does not appear; . but at 
any rate, he received a small 
majority of the votes of the nom­
inating convention.

A Mr Janes was the other as­
pirant for the Grit nomination. 
He, it appears, is a local man,with 
a considerable following. Besides 
Mr Janes and Sir Richard, there 
was a patron candidate in the 
field, a Mr. Schell, and the ex­
pressions of opinion frankly in­
dulged in by all three regarding 
each other, weremore vigorous than 
edifying, and constituted a some­
what curious commentary upon 
the simplicity and rigid virtue af­

fected by the Liberals. Sir Rich­
ard accused Mr Janes and his 
friends of such minor defects as 
conspiracy, assassination,and trea­
son, while on the other hand, Mr 
Janes most solemnly declared that 
the Knight of the double shield 
was guilty of intriguing with the 
local patrons to defeat his (Jane’s) 
candidature. So far as he could 
judge he considered Sir Richard’s 
loyalty to the Liberal party was 
largely tinged with selfishness— 
that he would be loyal so long as 
lie could have his owu way. He 
supported this allegation by show­
ing that Sir Richard had made a 
peculiar bargain with the patron 
candidate, under which, if he 
(Cartwright) secured the nomina­
tion, the patron was to retire; but 
if Janes Was nominated, the 
patron was to continue in the 
field,and Sir Richard was to throw 
all his influence to him and 
against the nominee of his own 
party. What a nice kettle of fish !

That Sir Richard did enter into 
such a corrupt and cowardly bar 
gain to obtain the support of the 
patron candidate seems quite evi­
dent from a speech made by the 
latter, at the convention in ques­
tion, in praise of his alleged pur­
chaser. Among other things he 
is reported to have said that while 
Sir Richard had ever been the sub­
ject of the fiercest denunciation 
of his enemies, no^Cnarge of cor­
ruption! had ever been made 
.against him, nor had any reflec 
tions ever been cast upon his 
honor or integrity as a statesman. 
Now, whether this statement of 
Mr. Schell’s was made in consé­
quence of scanty knowledge or 
in disregard of truth does notap- 
pear; but one thing is certain, Sir 
Richard himself is on record 
against any such contention. In 
a speech at Napanee, on Novem­
ber 21st, 1873, shortly after en­
tering the McKenzie Government, 
Sir Richard said, as reported by a 
friendly newspaper : “Then again, 
he knew there were a large num­
ber of men in thecounty(Lennox) 
who wanted to be bought. He 
knew that, because he had bought 
them twice himself, while he was 
still an unrepentant sinner. But 
he would not buy them again. He 
would not be hypocrite enough to 
deny that in the buying of these 
men, in the two late elections, he 
had spent large sums of money. 
If this is not the most conclusive 
evidence of personal bribery, we 
would like to know what consti­
tutes such a crime ? Nor is evi­
dence wanting to show that Sir 
Richard abused his position as 
Finance Minister to reward, at the 
public expense, prominent and 
notorious Grit corruptionists. This 
uncontradicted evidence was 
given under oath,in open court and 
may be found in official blue books.

The opening up of this' particular 
case suggests inquiry, for a moment, 
into corrupt practices in general. One 
noacquainted with their ; me. 
would Imagine, while lls&ntng to Grit 
spouters or reading thé Bffoeiqn» of 
Grit organs, that they were actually a 
model political party—really that the r 
political virtues were of Ihe ap-stol'c 
kind. But a little serious considers 
tion cannot fail to convince the obser­
vant that they must be a very corrupt 
political body. Tneir orators anil 
journals seldom attempt to advance 
any argument in favor of their palitical 
views, contenting themselves with 
abas'ng sheix opponents and shouting 
“Tory corruption.” What stronger evi­
dence could be advanced against them? 
When yon hear a man shoaling “stop 
thief.” yoa may feel pretty sure that he 
himself is the guilty party. So it ap­
pears to be with our Opposition friends 
They love to shout "Tory corruption,” 
with the evident hope that public at­
tention may be diverted from their own 
political misdeeds. The public records 
contain overwhelming evidence, in ad­
dition to that above quoted, as to the 
manner in which our Liberal friends 
carry on their election campaigns 
It is only necessary to adduce a few ex­
amples. Mr. H H Cook, one of the 
standardjbearers of the Liberals, a ahouter 
for parity in elections, admitted under 
oath that he spent in one of his elections, 
the sum of' $15,000; another famous 
apostle of righteousness in campaign 
methods, and a constant shooter against

Imperiel Parliament.

When the order of questions came np in 
the house of commons on Thursday last, 
Mr. Stevens asked the government for in­
formation in regard to the proceedings on 
the commission which is making an in­
quiry at Moosh into the alleged atrocities 
in Armenia by the porte. The parliamen­
tary secretary for the foreign office, Sir 
Edward Grey, in reply said that the 
foreign delegates are to be in constant at­
tendance upon the commission and are to 
be informed in regard to all of its investi­
gations. They can call for suggestions in 
the daily reports; can. if necessary, direct 
the coarse of the inquiry by indicating the 
places to be visited or the persons to be 
examined, and can secure any question to 
be put in the satisfactory form or, failing 
that, put the question themselves in the 
form, they desire.

After the preliminary business of the 
day had been cleared away, ttie discussion 
began upon the motion of Right Hon. Sir 
Henry James for an adjournment of the 
house in order to call attention to the 
Indian import duties on cotton. It was 
5.30 o’clock when dir Henry obtained 
leave to submit his motion. The house 
was then crowded and great excitement 
prevailed in the lobbies At the beginning 
of his remarks on the motion, Sir Henry 
James celled attention to the recent im­
position of the cotton duties in India.

Sir Donald McFarlane, liberal member 
for Argyleahire, asked whether Sir Henry 

' -James’ motion was one contemplated by 
the standing orders, the subject being Hot 
of more importance now than a week ago.

The speaker ruled that the motion waa 
within the spirit of the standing orders, 
inasmuch as it referred to the imposition 
of duties in India, which, it was alleged, 
called for an instant remedy.

The decision of the speaker was greeted 
with cheers.

Continuing, Sir Henry James charged 
that the secretary of state for India (Rt. 
Hon. Henry Fowler) had listened to the 
appeals of agitators in India, while he had 
neglected to consult -the manufacturers in 
Manchester- How, he asked, could the 
government in the future utge upon Ger­
many and France and the English 
colonies the advantage of free trade, 
when it had itself sanctioned the im­
position of import duties in India. 
(Cheers.) The proposed duty would 
fall on the British iqannfacturers. 
Twenty thousand looms in the mills 
in Great Britain, on which 7,600 
working people were employed, have 
•topped running, end thoee people were 
idle..

The cotton industry of India was 
flourishing and had largely, supplanted 
thé trade of Lancashire with China 
and Japan. The industry in Lancashire 
consequently, was decreasing No pro­
fits were made by the cotton masters 
and working people were thrown out of 
employment by the stoppage of the 
mills or the curtailing of production

The Right Honorable Henry Fowler, 
secretary of elate for tlndia replied to 
the remarks of Sft Henry James. He 
emphatically denied the existence of 
any agitation or conspiracy on behalf of 
any class of persons on this subject 
He had not, hé declared, listened to 
the views of agitators bnt had taken 
counsel with the highest and most 
distinguished servants of the crown in 
India Continuing Mr. Fowler said : 
“Sir Henry James had charged him 
with sacrificing the interests of England 
but he had failed to give the sligheet 

roof in support of the acensation. 
Jolies had previonsly extended in 
India from the time that coon try was 
banded over to the crown until they 
were abolished because they were con­
sidered protective.”

The house of commons had by a re­
solution in 1877 declared in favor of 
the repeal as soon as the financial con-

waa confronted with a great difficulty 
and h id proposed to meet it by the 
impoeition,of import do iee on cotton. 
The home government at first refused 
to consent lo the suggestion, and the 
result was the famine appropriation 
fund and the provincial grants were 
suspended, and there was ultimately a 
deficiency in the budget of three bund- 
dred pounds sterling. Mr. Fuwler 
then quoted a statement made in the 
house of lords by Lord Cross, who was 
Indian secretary in the last administre- 
tion of Lord Salisbury, that the reim­
position of the duties was no party 
question, but must be decided by the 
government of the day snd with regard 
to the etate of Indian finances that was 
he naid the last statement made on this 
subject by one of the opposition lesders. 
The proposed duties were to be levied 
on the higher class of goods, in which 
there is practically no competion. In 
regard to the question of free trade im­
port and protective dnties are not the 
same thing. What we have recom­
mended to foreign countries was not 
the abolition of import dnties but of 
protective duties. There is no protec­
tion when a customs duty is accom­
panied by an equivalent excise duty. 
The duties on cotton would be paid by 
the people of India as the tea dnty 
was paid by the people of Great Britain 
He (Mr. Fowler) did not believe that 
the former would reduce the consump 
tion of cotton in India.

Mr. Fowler declared that it was the 
deliberate conviction of the government 
that a widespread and dangerous feel­
ing of dissatisfaction would have been 
created if the feeling of the people of 
India had been dieregarded in this 
matter. He added that he bed tried 
to do his duty as secretary of state for 
India, and had not neglected the in­
terests of Lancashire. The house knew 
what constquencts would follow if it 
refused to sanction the administration 
acts bf the government, which did not 
sbrrnk from accepting the consequences 
if censure was inflicted, but it must not 
be forgotten that if the government was 
responsible to the house, the latter was 
responsible to the people of India. 
(Cheers) Mr. Fowler farther said that 
if it could be shown that the rate of ex 
ceea duty imposed would have a protec­
tive effect the government would act in 
concert with tho Indian government, 
with a view to prevent such an effjet;

The Right Uon. George J Goecnen, 
chancellor of the exchequer in Lord 
Salisbury’s last administration, ad­
mitted that the question was a very 
large one There wa-, he said, much 
to be said on both sides, and the feeling 
of the Indian people aught to Toe taken 
into acconnt He did not hesitate to 
declare that the members of the house 
ought to range themselves boldly on 
the side of the executive. The ques­
tion ought to be arranged by a confer­
ence, with a view to remedying the de 
ficit in the Indian bndget Sorely, he 
added, it wae not beyond statesman 
ship to find an alternative to the 
import duties; He uiged the govern­
ment to endeavor to bring India and 
Manchester into harmony.

Sir Wm. Vernon Harconrt chancellor 
of the exchequer, followed Mr Goschen. 
He said that he recognized the lofiy 
spirit of Mr Goschen’s remarks. 
The government had fully foreseen the 
difficulties of the question, but bad not 
hesitated a single moment in taking a 
decision that it believed wae necessary 
for India. If defeated, the govern­
ment would have the satisfaction of 
knowing that it could not "have fallen 
in a more worthy cause. If that were 
the result of the debate it wouid leave 
on the minds of the people of India 
for whose welfare the government was 
responsible, a lasting sense that th-ir 
interests had not received justice from 
the British parliament.

Mr, Dadabhai Maoroji, an East In­
dian, who represents the central divi­
sion of Finsbury in the liberal interest, 
warned the opposition that if the motion 
were adopted the first nail would be 
driven into the coffin of British rule in 
India.

The motion of Sir Henry James was 
rejected by the house of commons, the 
vote standing 304 to 109.

The 
doctor was sent for bnt the child died 
shortly afterwards from the effect of 
poisoning. Suspicion rested on the nurse 
and she was placed under arrest. She is 
only thirteen years of age.

Sir Donald Smith, says, that the general 
financial depression was probably the 
principal cause of the drop, but the falling 
I ff of traffic receipts, has been a direct 
cause too He says there is no reason to 
complain, in comparison with American 
railways; when we consider that Ameri­
can roads backed by some of the wealth­
iest financial syndicates of the- world have 
come into the bands of receivers. Con­
sidering all theee facte the C P R has 
held Its own pretty well.

À fight took place Feb 2nd at Lorenoz 
Marquez, East Africa, between the 
Portuguese forces and the Kaffirs. The 
Kaffirs entered the Portuguese camp st 
dawn pretending they were friends, 
many of tho eoldiers were sleeping and 
many were suffering from fever. The 
Kaffirs began killing them with their 
assegais. Eventually Ihe troops were 
got out and with the aid of maxim guns 
repulsed the natives killing 400. About 
200 Portuguese were killed and 60 
wounded.

The promoters of the Atlantia and Lake 
Superior railway project are not dis­
couraged by the adverse crit oism w i :h 
they received. A notice appeared in the 
Canada Gazette of the 23rd inst, ap. 
plying to Parliament to enable the com 
paoy to enter into agreements for the 
purchase or leaie of, or making arrange­
ments with all the Railway companies 
whose lines connect with the railway of 
this company. Also to authorize the con- 
struotion of a branch line from the com­
pany ’s main line to a harbor on Lake 
Huron, in Huron or Brace, and to con­
nects its Telegraph lines with the Euro­
pean telegraphic system by means of 
cable across the Atlantic Ocean.

A fire broke eat in Arbuckle Bros’, big 
coffee mills, Brooklyn, N. ¥., on the 21st 
inst. It was three hoars before they sac. 
ceeded in getting it under control. A 
number of men and girls employed In the 
mills had a narrow escape. It was an 
eight story building and the fire was dis­
covered on the seventh floor. Tne em­
ployes, nearly 250, made a hasty exit. 
The flames shut off eight men on the upper 
floor. Six men slid down a rope to the 
ladders which only reached the sixth 
story, the other two ran to the roof and 
jumped down two stories to the roof of a 
building adjoining. Both men fractured 
bones in the legs. Loss $300,000.

The fishing schooner Sarah, of Glou­
cester captain McNeil arrived in East 
port harbor Maine, on the 22 met. She 
le.t Gloucester oa Feb. 2, for the banka 
and was in the storm of the 6tb, 7th, 
8th and 9th and anchored 60 miles 
south of Cape Sable. The pumps were 
choked with coal on the deck and 
enough water came inside in 20 minutes 
to keep the crew working for two hours. 
Owing to the thick snowstorm and the 
cold the ere w could not stay on deck 
moie than half an hour at a time at 
the wheel. Everything moveable wae 
washed overboard. On the 8tb inst, 
Peter Burgess, a seaman, had his arm 
nearly broken by a flying block. On 
the following Sunday Robert Winslow 
was struck on the head by a jib and 
almost killed. The vessel wae slightly 
damaged.

The Nova Scotia brig Caracas, from 
Guantanamo, arrived at quarantine at 
New York on the 21st inst, having on 
board the captain and seven men of the 
abandoned schooner Elwood Harlow, 
who were transferred to the Caracal at 
sea Feb 12th from the British steamer 
Ranmoor, hound from Port Royal for 
P ymonth, England. The Harlow sailed 
from Brunswick, Ga, with a cargo of 
railway ties for Perth Amboy. On Feb. 
7th they encountered a heavy gale with 
severely cold weather, which continued 
all through the night ■ On the forenoon 
of the 8th, the vessel hove to, when it
