1 have mysell seen
repeated instances of the increase of the power of
memory doring delirium, paroxysms of ferver,
and other aflections which determined more
blood than vsual to the head.

Litoxication sometimes increases - the energy
of the intellecival fuculties, and revives the
memoiy. Mr Combe mentions ihie case of a
porter, who, 11 a state of intoxication, left a par-
cel ata wrong house, and, when sober, eounid not
recollect what he had doné with it. Buat the
next time he became stimuolated with liquor, he
recollected where he had . left it.  Shakspeare,
no bad authority, says that ** wine nakes the
brain apprehensive, quick, and inventive; and
another authority of celebrity truly observes,
*“ that wine, up to a certain point, rather tends
to steady the intellect, and that a few glasses
advantageooely affected his own.” This effect,
almost all prrsons have experienced. They have
perceived that their mental and moral faculties
were yreatly and rapidly changed by slcohol, or

wine, or opium, or some other substance which
| atfects the ecirculation. Who has not felt that
| transient joy, happiness, or courage, is a market-
ahle dity, *¢ that ies can be corked
| up in boitles, or peace of mind sent in gallons
