The cry of great Mother-Nature, the
old land hunger, is as insistent now ae it
was in the heginning, and so these free
prairies draw as magnet draws. Here
is thé scene of the greatest racial amal-
gamation the weorld has yet witnessed.
The United States and Merrie England,
down-trodden Russia and  virile Japan,
the Slav, the Finn, the Hun, each weaves
his thread into the woof of the new
f;lln'ic. And the beauty of.it is that there
1s room for all. Canada wants imma-
grants more than anything else in® the
world ; her doors are wide open to eversy
one, but here also are law and order and
all the amenities of civilization.
