C.N.R. CONSTRUCTION

Work Being Pushed on Vegreville 
Calgary Line From Vegreville

Vegreville, June 2—The construc­
tion of th.- C. X. R, branch line from 
this point to Camrose is progressing 
rapidly. Over a thousand men are 
at work on the grade and there is an 
influx of men every day looking for 
work. So strong is the desire of lab­
oring men to draw the big wages in 
the construction gangs’ that farmers 
are having trouble keeping their help 
on the farms.

The grade is being laid out at the 
rate of between three and four miles 
a day. Already the rolling stock for 
the line is being placed at Vegreville. 
One hundred and twenty seven car 
loads of ties have been unloaded and 
hundreds of cars are strung out- ail 
along .the C. N. R. waiting to be for­
warded to their destination. Steel 
rails will follow as soon as the work 
is more advanced. At the present 
rate of progress this section of the 
Vegreville to Calgary line will in- 
completed by the first or August.

THE VALUE OF GOLD.
Winnipeg Telegram—There is more 

rubbish talked on the relation of gold 
to commodity values than upon any 
other subject given among men. Yet 
there is nothing really simpler, pro­
vided the basic character of this re­
lation is remembered. Gold has been 
chosen as the standard of value and 
medium of exchange because of its 
rarity and indestructibility, and the 
relative values of everything else are 
measured in terms of it. Instead of 
saying that a bushel of wheat is worth 
two bushels of oats, we say that a 
bushel of wheat is worth a dollar or 
pennyweight of gold, which is what 

la dollar is, and a bushel of oats is 
worth fifty cents, or half a penny­
weight. If wheat goes up to a dollar 
and ten cents, and oats to fifty-five 
cents, their values in relation to one 
another have not changed one iota. If 
all prices rise the value of no com­
modity has changed. It is gpld, by 
which they are measured, which has 
changed. One of the best excuses for 
the adoption of gold as a standard is 
because of all commodities, it is the 
most stable, for two reasons, one be­
cause its durability keeps a great 
stock in hand, the other because its 
rarity prevents sudden increases ill 
quantity.

ALLEGED MORMON INCIDENT.
Calgary News—;Some time ago a 

report by telegraph from Lethbridge 
was. circulated throughout the country 
that an attempt had been made, by 
certain Mormons at Magrath to lynch 
a Calgary man who had married a 
Mormon young woman, and who had 
been endeavoring to recover her from 
her relatives, who had detained her 
by force from going to her husband.

Where a room 
is overrun with flies it can be emptied 
bv the simple process of darkening it, 
and leaving a small aperture in the 
window shutter, through which the 
creatures will pour at the bidding cf 
the light beyond.
