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MUCH IS EXPECTED 
OF GERMAN DEADER

New Secretary of Foreign Affairs Takes 
Office With Confidence of the Peo­
ple—Great Things Arc Expected 
From Him.

Berlin, Aug. 29—Never have the 
German people expected greater things 
from any minister of state than they 
do from their ne* secretary of for­
eign affairs, Herr von Kiderlen- 
Waechter.

A pupil and disciple of Bismarck, 
the minister is expected to lose no 
time in steering the ship of German 
diplomacy back into old-time Bls- 
marckian channels. The international 
situation is pictured by German po­
litical publicists as offering peculiarly 
attractive opportunities for hie talents. 
Events both in the far and near east, 
he is assured, require Germany to be 
on the watch with more than ordinary 
vigilance, and on the moves she makes 
In the immediate future may depend, 
we are informed, not only the fath­
erland’s Imperial future, but the peace 
of the world.

Herr von Rath, one of the popular 
political seers of the day, adjures 
Herr von Kiderlen-Waechter, "not to 
be blinded by the peace sun now 
shedding its rays so brilliantly," not 
to overlook “the perils which will per­
haps threaten us in the near future.” 
Herr von Rath thinks that the English 
prime minister’s recent rosy speech 
should not divert German attention 
from “the possibility that we shall 
have to wage war on several fronts 
within a short time. ” From a variety 
of quarters the hope is ardently ex- 
preesed that Herr von Kiderlen, above 
all, will avoid the suspicion that he is 

, a pacificist.
Interpreting this view, the Vost re­

sents angrily the suggestion that the 
kaiser should accept the Nobel peace 
prize. Germany has grown big and 
powerful through wars and there are 
still plenty of papers that dread the 
very idea of eternal and universal 
peace.

CASES ARE FILING UP 
IN SUPREME COURT

Expected That Vacancy hi Chief 
Justiceship Will Be Filled Shortly 
—New Rules Passed Governing 
Court Procedure.

Quebec, Sept. 2—"I know that the 
Catholics of Canada love the holy 
father, and I wish to add that the 
holy father well knows their noble 
origin, the magnificent religious and 
patriotic epic they have lived. He 
knows above all of their constancy In 
faith. I wish to add that the holy 
father has confided to me a mission 
which I have to fulfil. I tell you 
that the holy father has you very near 
his heart, that he has a very special 
affection for French Canadians, that 
he blesses you from the very depths 
of his heart.”

This was the message brought to 
Canada from the Vatican by His Em­
inence Cardinal Vannutelli, who ar­
rived in Quebec shortly after four 
o’clock yesterday afternoon and whom 
old Quebec received with a regal wel­
come. To judge from the immense 
crowds that spread over every avail­
able spot, crowded every available 
window and roof from which a 

limpse might be obtained of the pap­
al legate, Quebec, from the highest 
dignitaries to Its humblest sons of 
the church, turned out en masse to 
greet the pope’s envoy.

Hours before the Empress of Ire­
land, bearing hs eminence was due 
at her wharf, Dufferin terrace was 
packed with crowds, ail eagerly glanc­
ing down the river to catch the first 
glimpse of the liner and the enthus— 
asm at every point was sud» as to 
leave no doubt as to the heartiness 
of the greeting.

SHOT BY STRAY BULLET.

Serious Accident Occurs on Summer- 
side Harbor, P.E.I.

Charlottetown, P.E.I., Aug. 31—Tills 
afternoon Mrs. Robt. Webster, twenty- 
eight years old, was accidently shot 
while in a motor boat on Summerside 
harbor with Roy B. Holman and wife, 
whom she was visiting, and John Mc­
Kay and wife. While near the light­
house a report was heard from .the 
rifle range a thousand yards away. 
Mrs. Webster fell forward inito Me 
Kay’s arms struck by a bullet which 
entered the small of her back near the 
spine. It passed through the body and 
through the side of the boat. She 
was hurried back to town, about a 
mile away, in an unconscious condi 
tion. A party of riflemen were prac­
tising all day and as there was no 
stop butt the bullets flew over the 
water. Complaint has previously been 
made of stray bullets coming danger­
ously near vessels and this accident 
will no doubt make a change in the 
location of the rifle range. It is not 
known who fired -the shot.

FREE MASONS CONDEMNED.

Quebec Archbishop Scathingly Attacks
Order, Making Sweeping Charges.

Montreal, Aug. 30.—In a strong 
address, Bishop Archambault, of Joli 
ette, declared that so far as the Roman 
Catholic Church is concerned no good 
Catholics could become members of 
the Masonic order, whether French, 
English or Scottish rite. In his ad 
dress, Monsignor Archambault declar 
ed that Free Masonry aimed at the 
destruction of the Catholic faith, social 
order, political authority and even the 
marriage tie. The bishop declared 
that all Masons came equally under 
the episcopal ban and would be ex­
communicated and denied Christian 
burial.

Proceeding further, he said it was 
charged that some residents of Joliette 
were Masons and said if this was prov­
en he would denounce such persons 
ex-Catholic and demand that all good 
Catholics vote against them for any 
public office.

ENGINEER IS BLAMED 
FOR WRECK AT DURAND

Grand Trunk Officials’ Private In­
vestigation Lays Responsibility for 
Wreck Upon Engineer Spencer 
and Cliargcs Him With Mond 
Idiocy.

Durand, Michigan, August 31.—Of 
the thirty witnesses who are subpoen- 
ed, thirteen gave their evidence at the 
coroner’s inquest on the Grand Trunk 

eck here today, while the remain­
der will be called upon to testify at 
the adjourned inquest, on September 
7th.

Previous to the communication this 
morning, the press representatives 
were given an opportunity to look 
over the evidence taken by the Grand 
Trunk officials at their private in­
vestigation, held last week at Battle 
Creek. The finding is that Engineer 
Spencer, who drove the train, No. 4, 
on the night of the collission at Dur­
and, is responsible for the wreck.

The report concludes with the 
statement that Spencer's mental con­
dition was at a low ebb, due to do­
mestic troubles, and that his neglect 
to stop when properly flagged was 
due to ‘‘moral idiocy.”

A BIG INCREASE IN 
HOMESTEAD ENTRIES

Contract Let For Part of Grade For 
Baltleford-Princo Albert Road— 
Will Form Valuable Connection for 
Hudson’s Bay Line.

Canada is Getting the Best Class of 
Immigrants From British Isles, 
United States and the Northern 
European Countries.

Ottawa, Sept. 1.—Homestead en­
tries in the west for the six months 
ending July 31st, 1910, show a
gratifying increase of 11,852 over a 
similar period of the year 1906, the 
figures being 33,416 enteries, against 
21,564. This is the largest increase 
in the history of the department.

For the month of July alone there 
were 4,260 entries, of which 1,248 
were made by Canadians residing in 
Canada, 58 by Canadians returning 
from the United Stale», 959 by Unit­
ed States citizens, an6 with the ex­
ception of 34 entries, the whole of the 
remainder were made by persons 
from the British Isles and Northern 
European countries in which the gov­
ernment is carrying on Immigration 
work.

Of the entries from the United 
States, over one half were made by 
people coming from North Dakota 
and Minnesota. Patents were issued 
in July, 1910, for 248,223 acres of 
land, as against patents for 186,013 
in the corresponding month of 1909.

RUSSIA DISPLEASED.

Strong Opinion Held in Halifax That 
Canadian Pacific Will Make Tlint. 
City Its Winter Port—To Build 
Line Across New Brunswick and 
Nova Scotia.

Halifax, N.S., Aug. 30.—A strong 
opinion prevails here that the Cana­
dian Pacific will shortly turn its atten­
tion to the east instead of the west 
and will begin work making this its 
Atlantic winter port. That the Cana­
dian Pacific railway will cut several 
hours from the time it now takes to 
make the journey between Halifax and 
Montreal appears to be as good as 
decided upon, the only question being 
as to how Montreal and the Atlantic 
can be hitched up by such a rapid 
train service.

There is an opinion prevailing in 
Halifax that the Canadian Pacific 

I railway will start from McAdam or 
Fredericton Junction and build a new 
line straight across New Brunswick 
and Nova Scotia to the proposed win­
ter port at Halifax. That the work

Nelson, B.C., Aug. 29—“The tariff 
problem is not an easy one to settle," 

isaid Sir Wilfrid Laurier in the course 
of his address at the mammoth meet­
ing here last night. "We are asked 
on either hand by different interests 
for free trade and protection. It 
would be our aim to evolve a tariff 
suitable to all men and calculated to 
benefit the whole country. We will 
make progress. The tariff is not yet 
perfect, but one thing has been done. 
The cardinal feature and standing 
principle of our tariff is the British 
preference and so long as we stay 
in office it will remain. This policy 
has met opposition. Our opponents 
say we should not grant preference 
unless we receive preference in re­
turn. Not so. I have only to say 
to you that the policy of Great Bri­
tain is the policy of free trade. They 
say we should ask Great Britain to 
change her fiscal policy. How absurd; 
it is not the policy of the Canadian 
government to ask Britain to change 
her fiscal position. We make fiscal ar­
rangements to suit our own Interests 
and we maintain our policy accord­
ingly as it suits our own interests.

"So with Britain; yes, and more. I 
have heard it said that unless Britain 
gave Canada some mutual tariff ar­
rangement there was danger of es­
trangement of our Dominion. This 
is an insuit to Canadian people. Let 
the world know that the loyalty of 
Canada to the British empire, of which 
she is proud to be part of, is not de­
pendent on any tariff agreement. Can­
ada is united to the motherland in 
heart, in life, independent of all tariff 
arrangements.

Reciprocity With U, S.
“But there is another country, a 

country of ninety odd millions with 
which perhaps we should have better 
tariff arrangements, and where valu­
able and profitable trade might be de­
veloped. That the trade is not larger 
Is not the fault of Canada, but of the' 
United States. Our policy was to have 
a treaty of reciprocity, but as the Un­
ited States did not give our delegates 
to Washington the encouragement we 
expected, we took the ground that the 
next initiative must come from Wash­
ington. But there are also those who 
object to a treaty with the United 
States because they allege it will put 
in jeopardy our trade with Britain. 
The more friendly our relations are 
with the United States the more satis­
factory is the situation to Britain. 
They have each no better customer 
than the other.

We can do no greater benefit to 
Britain than Improving our relations 
and our commercial exchanges with 
the United States.’’

The eloquent address in which the 
premier also dealt with the immigra­
tion, transportation, naval and fiscal 
policies was enthusiastically received.

P. Graham, “one of the members 
of the provincial government is al­
leged to have said that the chief gov­
ernment engineer, speaking with au­
thority of the minister of -railways, 
had said that Orientals should be im­
ported and employed on the Grand 
Trunk Pacific construction. Such 
statement is wholly and totally with­
out foundation on its facts. No Ori­
entals will work on the construction 
of that railway. There have not been 
and will not be any agreement of that 
kind, end the conditions will be strict­
ly adhered to.”

Hon. Wm. Templeman made the an­
nouncement that the department of 
mines has decided in addition to a 
subsidy for lead ore to undertake ex­
periments in search of a process for 
recovering lead from low grade ores.

Two experts had been engaged to 
Investigate and the department had 
decided to conduct official experiments 
at the Nelson zinc smelter.

North Battleford, Aug. 20.—Grad­
ing has commenced on the North 
Battleford, Prince Albert line from 
this end. J. W. Millar has the con- I 
trac t for grading fifteen miles, the ; 
work to be completed this fall. In I 
view of the Hudson's Bay route being 
a settled fact, this new line is of more 
than passing significance. With this 
line completed, and the projected line 
from here through the Cutknifc coun­
try to' Calgary built, the Canadian 
Northern Railway will have a direct 
route from Calgary through North 
Battleford and Prince Albert to the 
Hudson’s Bay.

The construction of the new line 
has given another impetus to the gen­
eral business of the town. The busi­
ness houses report an exceptionally 
large increase^ over the corresponding 
month of last year. Theer is no lull 
in building operations, in fact there 
are not enough mechanics to meet the 
demand in some lines. The building 
for this year has reached the one hun­
dred and twenty-five thousand dollar 
mark to date, and present indications 
point to at least one hundred and 
fifty thousand dollars being spent in 
buildings for this year.

STRIKERS ARE STILL OUT.

MenSeveral Hundred Grand Trunk 
Yet To Be Re-Instated.

Montreal Que., Aug. 29.—Some one 
hundred employees of the Grand 
Trunk who answered the strike call 
nearly two months ago, are still out 
of positions, notwithstanding that the 
strike lias been settled for several 
weeks. The majority of these are 
freight conductors, whose former 
places are still occupied by the men 
who took positions as strike-breakers 
with a three months engagement. The 
unemployed men are still receiving re­
muneration from the strike committee.
