TELEGRAPHERS WANT INCREASE

Say Wages Are Low Compared Wtih 
Other Railroad Lines.

Toronto, Sept. 24J—G. T. R. tele­
graphers’ minimum monthly wage for 
seven days to a week, $50; C. P. R. 
and all other Canadian railway tele­
graphers’ wage fcir six days to a week, 
$53.

With the above facts and more be­
fore them, ten representatives of the 
telegraphers of the entire Grand 
runic railway system are meeting with 
the object of Improving working con­
ditions and the wage schedule. Four 
of the delegates are frein the other 
side and the other six are represent­
ing the men in the Canadian trade. D. 
Shaw, of London, states that part of 
the last request of the telegraphers 
to the company would be granted. The 
increase of wages for the year would 
amount to about $241,000.

‘The G. T. R. minimum monthly 
wage is $50 for seven days, a week,” 
he stated, “he C. $*. R. and all other 
Canadian roads have a minimum ct 
$53, and this is for a six day week. 
They receive extra pay for Sundays 
and also get two weeks’ holidays with 
pay. The Q T. R. men do not.”

Clerk Missing

Lethbridge, Sept. 25—D. Spencer 
McCaig, eiery in local Dominion cùst- 
toms office, is missing and it is alleged 
his accounts are several thousand dol­
lars short. Inspector Kenny of Cal­
gary and another are checking up 
books for several years back. Specula­
tions said to have gone on for five 
years or more.

Long Trip on Horseback.

Berlin. Sept. 2-5—Mr. Beborgneuf of 
Berlin starts (Ph-uisBfiay morning on a 1 
journey to Los Angeles a distance of 
2,6-26 miles on horseback He expects 
to reach his destination within eights’ 
days, Mr. Deborgoeuf ; is a former 
newspaper man and rancher.

Toulon, Eranoe, Sept, 25—Three 
hundred officers and men were killed 
and the French battleship Liberté to­
tally destroyed wh*n the magazines of 
the vessel exploded. The battleship 
République was damaged badly and 
the battleships Democratic and Verite 
also suffered severely from the masses 
of twisted iron and armor plate that 
were hurled upon their decks.

The disaster is the greatest that 
has even fallen upon the French navy 
and in magnitude almost is without 
precedent in the annals of the world’s 
fighting ships. The grief which pros­
trates the fleet and nation made more 
intense by the memory of the recent 
review here, a notable display of 
France’s naval greatness In which the 
doomed ship was one of , the finest 
figures.

The explosion which occurred at 
5.53 o’clock in the -morning was pre­
ceded and was the result of an out­
break of fire The flames spread rap­
idly despite, all ^efforts to master them 
and reached the magazines before 
there was time to flood them. The 
magazines exploded with tremendous 
violence sowing death and destruction 
in every direction. "

350 or More Killed. %
While the naval authorities estimate 

the killed at 330, It is feared that this 
figure will- be exceeded. It will be ne­
cessary to go through the ship's mus­
ter rolls, a task of some days before a 
full list of the victims can be prepared. 
A number of men already have been, 
extricated alive from the fantastically 
torn and twisted mass of wreckage 
which once was the Liberté and thé 
hope is ; ,atrong that there are others 
within the broken hulk. Exactly from 
what cause or when the fife broke out 
has riot-been discovered but it is be­
lieved- that A had smoldered for hours. 
Of the vesseft full complement of 742, 
Captain Jaurès, brother of the Social­
ist leader, and the second of command 
both were ashore as well as 130 offi­
cers and men. The command of the 
ship devolved on the senior lieutenant 
who perished.1

The fire first was discovered at four 
o'clock and the bugles sounded the 
alarm The crew rushed to quarters 
and fought desperately the spreading 
flames but it was soon evident that the 
lire had obtained a firm hold. Signals 
of distress Were flashed to the other 
ships and these despatched steam pin­
naces and launches at full speed to 
assist in the work of extinguishing the 
flames and rescuing the men. But their 
services vvere.nf little avail.

The positiofinf-the fire made it im­
possible R) flood the magazine, never­
theless efforts, to do so were made and 
finally the commanding officer realiz­
ing that the ship was doomed ordered 
the bugler to sound the “Sauve Qui 
Rent” (let him save himself who can) 
and shouted to the men to jump for 
their, lives.

Five Explosions in AH.
At 5.35 the first explosion occurred 

It wgs followed by three others at one 
minute intervals. Then came the final 
terrific detonation which shattered the 
windows .of the entire city and was 
heard for a radius of many miles. The 
Liberté was Vent asunder, her bows 
were thrown high in the air and then 
the vessel slowly settled down and in 
nineteen minutes nothin was visible 
but the top works

Those still on deck were hurled sky­
ward amid a shower of iron and 
sleel .The boats of the rescuers were 
sunk and serious damage was done to 
tiie République which lay at anchor 
near. Two of her decks were stove in 
and one of the Libe.rte’s armor plates 
was hurled against her port side de­
molishing the cabin of an absent en­
sign. For a few minutes after the final 
explosion an intense black cloud of 
smoke hovered over the harbor. When 
it shifted a horrible spectacle met the 
eyes of the people of Toulon, who, 
awakened by the first explosion, had 
hurried to the shore. The twisted up­
per works of the battleship were pro­
truding from a mass of formless 
wreckage among which struggled the 
seamen from the rescuing boats which 
was sunk by the flying debris or suck­
ed down in the maelstrom.

The work of rescue was quickly be­
gun. An ambulance station was in­
stalled in the arsenal and Admiral 
Marin Darbei, maritime prefect went 
out to the wreck and superintended 
the .work of extricating those impris­
oned under the shattered steel. Up to 
this evening, forty bodies have been 
taken out and 94 injured have been 
transferred to the hospital.

Exploring Interior.
Eleetrip shears to cut through the 

plates of the Liberté and a powerful 
floating crane to lift the masses of 
steel were used In conjunction with a 
crew of divers, who are at work ex­
ploring the interior of the hull. This 
afternoon, the Liberté appeared as if 
her bow had doubled over on to the 
stern. Men buried in that part of the 
wreckage above the water could be 
heard gçoaning and screaming for 
help which often the rescuers were 
unable to give.

The lower deck was a charnel 
house. One man had his foot held un­
der a nqass of steel, weighing . tons 
After three hours vain effort to lift 
the mass, a surgeon amputated the 
foot. Through a hole in the armor, 
portions of bodies, contorted and piled 
together could be seen, all of them 
charred by the flahies.

One of the survivors, a warrant of­
ficer telling of the disaster tonight 
said:

“The fire broke out in the general 
store among cans of oil, turpentine 
and paint and other inflnmmajbles. In 
spite of every effort the flames reached 
the mu! bunkers and after that It was 
difficult to prevent them gaining the 
powder mriîàzlne It was about 5.30 
o’clock and dawn was breaking before 
.the danger seemed to be realized. As­
sistance was then being sent to us from 
the pert and through other warships 
lying in the harbor.

The First Explosion
“Just when the whole,ship’s erew 

seemed to have reached the boats in 
safety, there was a terrific explosion. 
The Liberté was hurled over on her 
side and the forepart, where the full 
force of the explosion was felt, lurch­
ed forward heavily with an appalling 
crash. Cries resounded on all sides. 
The greater part of the ship's boats 
with the rescuers and the men from 
the Liberté instantly sank. How I es­
caped from the frightful calamity r 
do not know. From that moment all 
I was conscious of was being carried 
aboard the République, where I was 
taken care of.

An Eye Witness’ Story 
■' An eye witness of the disaster says: 
“While walking with my family this 
morning, about half past five, I dis­
tinctly saw little flames darting out of 
the sides of the Liberté'. Having heard 
a rumor that the vessel was afire, 1 
said to my wife; “It will be better to 
go home, there is sure to be aji ex­
plosion ? Rardiy hard I spoken when 
the most appalling report I ever heard 
in my life almost threw us to the 
ground^ A great sheet of flame sud­
denly appeared illuminating the entire 
roadstead. Then looking up at the sky, 
I saw little black points whirl­
ing through the air then, falling back 
into the sea. It seemed only a moment 
-—so rapidly did the ghastly scenes 
pass—and (he' Liberté had vanished 
leaving in place of the great battle­
ship the shapeless mass on the wa­
ter.”

A reporter who was on the quay im­
mediately after the disaster occurred 
says that the smoke obscured the en­
tire harbor and the situation shone 
red.

A Reporter's Story
The work of rescue was" in full 

swing, said sailors from the Patrie, 
whom he met on his way to the wreck, 
when an imipense pillar of smoke rose 
slowly and the flames spread rapidly. 
Suddenly a tongue of fire shot up, 
there Was a deafening roar and debris 
of all kinds rained down upon their 
heads. Ail the boats which surround­
ed the Liberté were engulfed in the 
whirlpools caused by the sinking ship. 
They vanished amid the despairing 
cries of the injured. They could see 
nothing of the Liberté. It disappeared 
in the dense smoke and boiling waters, 
The battleship itself, was a mass of 
buckled plating inextricably mixed 
wityhwn boilers and broken machin­
ery/ Puffs of smoke and steam darted 
in and out front the vessel’s mangled 
carcass.

Petty Officer Leon, one of- the* sur 
vivors, who was taken aboard the Ré­
publique said:

"I was in my hammock and hearing 
shouts got up in terror 1 saw smoke 
and flames all around me and I knew 
nothing more.”

Commander De Keraudren, of the 
République said that when the explo­
sion occurred his vessel was shaken 
from stçm to stern.

Cause of the Accident.
It is now considered almost estab­

lished that the disaster was due to 
the deflagration of “B” powder. To­
wards five o'clock, the watch perceived 
a dense smoke coming from the fore 
part of the ship. He reported this to 
the officers who promptly ordered 
that the magazines be flooded as a 
first precaution. TJie men whose duty 
it was went to open the sea valves, 
communicating with the sea, but re­
turned precipiately saying that it was 
impossible to carry out their orders on 
account of the thick poisonous fumes 
rising from the magazines making the 
task of approaching impossible.

Word of danger flew from mouth to 
mouth. Men rushed to the boats or 
jumped into the sea At this juncture 
help arrived from thé other ships and 
the-officers of the Liberté, encouraged 
by the reinforcements determined to 
make another effort to conquer the 
fire. The bugler was ordered to sound 
the rally. The spirit of discipline was 
so excellent that the men who had 
jumped into the sea asked the boats 
which picked them up to put them 
back aboard the Liberie.

Last Desperate Fight
Stimulated by the example of the of­

ficers, the men rushed to their sta­
tions and a last desperate fight against 
the flames began. Almost immediately 
the first explosion foreshadowed a ter­
rible disaster. The offeers then, realiz­
ing the uselessness of sacrificing the 
lives of the men to save the ship in­
structed the crew to leave in as or­
derly a manner as possible.

It was while this was being done 
that the final explosion came engulfing 
all those on the ship and those around.

Some Idea of the violence of the ex­
plosion may be had from the fact that 
the officer commanding the gunnery 
school ship Foudre, anchored three 
kilmeters (186 miles) from the Lib­
erté was killed on his own quarter 
deck by a fragment of shell hurled 
from the Liberté and two sailors 
standing beside him were wounded.

A small outbreak of fire was discov­
ered aboard the battleship Patrie this 
evening. An alarm was immediately 
sounded and the flames were estin- 
guished before they had done much 
damage.

There was a roll call of the rem­
nant of the crew of the Liberté on 
board the battleship Sufferin tonight. 
The scene was pitiful as many of the 
men were injured and numbers of 
them were in tears.

Bermuda Disappointed.

There 
is some talk here of the Liberal op­
position in the Ontario legislature 
coming out on the issue of straight 
prohibition. The Conservatives arc 
unofficially talking of springing the 
provincial election right away.

Montreal after his strenuous campaign 
in Rainy River, where the election 
was postponed for a month. Mr. Car- 
rick when interviewed said: “I cer­
tainly hope the election will go by de­
fault.

ABDUCTION TRIAL 
AGAIN POSTPONED

At Request of Crown Prosecutors 
Department Hearing Will Go Over 
To Next Monday—Brown Appears 
Still Unconcerned Regarding the 
Crime.

Morden, Man., Sept. 25—The pre­
liminary hearing of the case of George 
Brown ,the prisoner held here in con­
nection with the abduction of Miss 
Gladys Price, the Riverdale school 
teacher and of the attempted murder 
of William Adams, the proprietor cf 
the Weston Hotel at Snow Flake, has 
been postponed for another week. The 
prisoner appeared before Magistrate 
Lake at three o’clock this afternoon.

After the charge had been read, 
Melford Watson of the law offices t f 
Crowrn Prosecutor Bowen, acting for 
the prosecution asked that the hear­
ing be postponed for one week on an 
affidavit which has recently been re­
ceived from the Attorney General’s 
department and of the absence of 
Crown Prosecutor Bowen. Police 
Magistrate Lake granted the rémand 
and directed that ' the preliminary 
hearing of the case take place on 
Monday, October 2nd next, at three 
c.’clock in the afternoon. That the 
prisoner’s correct name is George 
Brown ,there can be no doubt, as he 
had not only been charged under that 
title but those who have - known him 
for some' time believe the name tc> be 
correct.

The prisoner has now fully recov­
ered from the effects of the poison 
which he administered to himself last 
Tuesday, and while in the court room 
he carried himself and acted in the 
same unconcerned way which he has 
hitherto shown since his arrest. An 
extra guard is now on duty at the 
Ceart House and it is hardly likely 
that the prisoner will be c».ccessfus in 
any further attempt which he might 
make to evade the law taking its 
course. . *
