Attempt to Wreck

Fishermen’s Union.

To Lower the Price of Fish
and to increase the cost of
living by wiping out Union
Trading Company and Co-
Operative Stores.

On Monday, we referred to the das-
tardly attempt of Morris and McGrath
to wreck the Fishermen’s Union. The
subject will bear further considera-
tion so as to drive home to the fish-
ermen and to all Union workers and

-gympathizers the pecularly heinous
character of the attack. Mortis pro-
fegses at all times to have great
sympathy for the workingman, the
laborer, the mechaniec and :all who
work for a living. A special para-
graph in his Manifesto was devoted
to vague promises, unfulfilled we

need not say, to improve the condi-
tions of the working classes. As this
was not one of the promises con-
cerning the Reid Company and rail-
way building, as it was not one to
put millions into the pockets of the
railway contractors, it was studious-
ly and faithfully evaded.

The mechanics of St. John's,. the
tradesmen and the laborers have
been organized into Unions for sev-
€ral years and great have been the
benefits to emplover and -employed.
The employee has been in a position
to demand a living wage and to make
his income meet the increased cost
of living and the employer has had a
settled condition of things to calcu-
late on when estimating the. cost of
his manufactures. The benefits of
union became so apparent to the out-
port resident, from his frequent vis-
its to St. John's, that when Mr.
Coaker started to organize the fisher-
men into a Union he found them witl-
ing and ready. ITn an incredibly short
time the idea took root and spread
over the northern districts. But in
addition to the customary objects for
which the idea stands in St. John's,
AMr. Coaker grafted on co-operative
stores and a central trading company.

The F.P.U. serves the fishermen as
a club, a meeting house, a lodge, a
place where they can come together
and exchange ideas- and principally
as a medium through which they can
express a united voice on any ques-
tion affecting their interests in the
commereial or political life of the
country. The trading company,
known as fhe Union Trading Com-
pany, and co-operative stores dre ‘he
points which . the . fishermen - resent
most strongly McGrath's inspired at-
tack, for it was into these ventures
that their hard earned v savings, - the
fruits of many vears of toil were
placed. These were placed in jeop-
ardy by the malicious attack of Mec-

Grath. But they were not alone the
subject of his vitriolic diatribes. The
organ of the fishermen, the ‘Advo-

cate and the President of the Union
came in for an equally strong share.
'The object of the attack was most
apparent. Morris made up his mind
when he found the ‘Advocate’ and
F.P.U. would have none of his cor-
rupt politics, to kill the Union and
all connected with it. Little cared he
