Has Its Own Power.

À new type of car, which rune under 
Its own power, was taken to the yards 
of the Boston & Maine Railroad C.om- 
pany, at the North station, to be turn­
ed over to the Milford and Greenville 
branches of theytoad, where it will be 
put into service. The car is the very 
latest in steam railroads types and is 
the postumous result of the work of 
Francis E. Stanley, automobile man, 
who was killed several years ago.

It was his ambition 
to place in cars of steam railroads, 
and he had just completed experi­
ments, marking the success of his 
idea, when he was tilled.

The body of the car was built' by the 
Laconia Car Company, while the en­
gine and. assembling work was done 
by the ' Unit Car Company of South 
Boston.

The car is geared-to make a speed] 
of 50 to 60 miles an hour, hut can be 
geared to a higher speed. It is 60 
feet long, and contains a passenger 
compartment, seating 26 persons, a 
smoking compartment, seating 14 per- 
sons, and a freight and power com-{ 
partment. The boiler runs 300 pounds 
pressure. On the root of the car are 
mounted condensers, a bell and a 
smoke stack.

The car can pull several other care, 
but at present will use but one trailer. 
This will be either a passenger coach 
or freight car of the regular type.

For the present the car will he used 
for the experimental purposes as s 
shuttle car on the Greenville and Mil­
ford branches out of Ayer. The pur­
chase of the car has not been agreed 
upon by the company, pending the es­
tablishing of its success. There are 
at present about 15 of these cars being
experimented with on various roads.

The car is equipped with every 
modern appliance including air brake 
and electric lights.
