Explosion of a Large Meteor.

London, July 20^—Advices from St. 
Petersburg state that the cholera epide­
mic is gradually making its way from the 
Easterh Provinces of Russia,.and gaining 
a foothold in tb8 central and western 
portions of the Empire. Moscow is new 
suffering from the ravages of the disease. 
There it has rssumed the most malignant 
form. The proportions of deaths to re* 
ooveries is placed at 8 to 1. This fatality 
has created a panic among the inhabit 
tants, and thousands of the better classes 
are fleeing into Western Europe. At St.. 
Petersburg few sporadic cases have ap­
peared, and the authorities have taken 
the most rigid precautions to cut off com­
munication between the capital and the 
infected districts.

The grave diggers of Woolwich ceme­
tery, in the eastern suburbs of London,, 
are on strike.

Madrid, July 20.—The King and Queen 
of Spain are receiving congratulatory ad­
dresses from all portions of the country, 
expressing the great joy of their subjects 
at their narrow escape from the bullets 
ot assassins, and declaring the loyalty 
and attachment of the people to His 
Majesty. Yesterday afternoon their Ma­
jesties drove through the city in an open 
carriage. Their progress was an immense 
ovation. They were greeted on every 
point by thej enthusiastic cheers and 
plaudits of the populace. Thousands of 
citizens accompanied the party on its re­
turn to the Palace. The examination of 
the two assassins who were captured de- 
velopes the fact that the attack was part 
of an organized conspiracy, extensive in 
its ramifications, and provided with am­
ple funds. .

Chicago, July 22.—The French band 
left for Cincinnati on Saturday, after 
giving two farewell sacred concerts, both 
of which were attended by immense 
crowds.

The Guelph Apostate on the Stump !

A meeting of the supporters of Dr. 
Orton wa4 held at Johnson’s Hall, Alma, 
on Saturday night, which was well at­
tended, the hall being full. Mr. Loney 
was appointed chairman.
. Dr. Orton wae the first speaker, and 

inflicted on the audience one of his 
rambling characteristic speeches, which 
was full of misstatements, blunders and 
contradictions. He expressed himself as 
a strong protectionist, and said that the 
removal of 4 cents duty on American 
wheat had the effect of reducing the 
price of that commodity 20 cents per 
bushel ! Many more ridiculous state­
ments of the same kind were made by 
the doctor.

Mr. James Boss, the Reform candidate, 
followed, and made a very effective, 
speech, in which he knocked the bottom 
completely out of thetiodtor’s argument, 
and most effectually riddled the so-called 
national policy of the Government.

Mr Charles Clarke, M. P.jP., also spoke 
and made a very able reply to Dr. Or­
ton’s attacks on the Local Government.

Mr. Jas. Fahey, of the Guelph Herald, 
the now notorious turncoat, then mount­
ed the stump and spoke his little speech. 
After getting rid of his weak witioisme he 
made a long and laboured apology for 
his apostacy, and told his audience that 
because Scott went into the Local Govern­
ment he went over to the Tories, and so 
the one defection balanced. the other ! 
After delivering himself1 of tnis reductio 
ad absardum he indulged as usual in a 
little highfalutin which would have done 
no discredit to George Francis Train.

A number of electors then made calls 
for Mr. Stirton, who was present, but 
Dr. Orton’s friends, afraid that Mr. S.

He denounced in strong language the 
course pursued by Dr. Orton’s friends 
at the previous meeting, in refusing to 
allow Mr. Stirton to speak, thus stifliing 
free discussion. He also reflected severe­
ly on Mr. Fahey’s base desertion of his 
party, and reminded them that the last 
time he heard him speak was only about 
a year ago, at the MoKim dinner at 
Arthur, when he proclaimed himself a 
rampant Reformer of the purest and 
most*steadfast character.

Mr. Stirton then made an effective 
speech, in which he ably dealt with the 
issues between the two parties, and the 
two men who are now seeking to obtain 
the suffrages of the electors in the Riding. 
His speech had an excellent effect, and 
was attentively listened to.

The mail now goes through from To­

ronto to Fort Garry in six days.
The population of Winnipeg is 773,

A change of Ministry in the British 
colony of Victoria, Australasia, has sud­
denly upset the promising scheme to 
connect Victoria with the American .mail 
service. The out-going Premier. Mr. 
Duffy, had concluded negotiations with 
Mr. W. H. Webb, who controls the line 
of steamers plying between San Francisco 
and Australian ports ; but his successor 
puts an end to the business, and pro­
poses a mail service with England by the 
way of Cape of Good Hope. This action 
seems most suicidal to the growing inte­
rests of the colony; it sets mail and 
fast freight carriage back to the old slow 
days.

A large fire occurred in Strathroy on 
Friday night and several stores, a hotel, 
stables Ac., burned down.

Still another steamship company, to 
run vessels between Great Britain and 
America, is announced. A million of 
pounds in ten-pound shares, have been 
subscribed, and the first ships are to be 
ready by spring. The eastern terminus 
for part of the vessels is be Glasgow, and 
the western, New York; hut some of them 
are to ply between Liverpool and New 
Orleans. The prospectus nays that Glas­
gow has become one,of the most import­
ant shipping ports in the world, and that, 
while five lines of steamships ply between 
Liverpool and New York, there is but on& 
between the latter city and Glasgow. It 
is generally acknowledged that thermie a 
want of sufficient tonnage for the greatly 
increased traffic of the Clyde, and the 
new line will douhtlces prove a benefit tu 
both countries,
