He was taken to the Royal Hotel 
and manacled. The accused is a man of 
fair complexion, about 21 years of age, 6 
feet 6 inches in height, with sharp fea­
tures, but nothing vicious in his appea­
rance. Whilst the warrant was being 
read he appeared-agitated and pale. He 
was taken to Strathroy.

Escape from Hamilton Gaol. — On 
Thursday forenoon some little commo­
tion was created amongst the officers of 
the County Gaol in Hamilton city by the 
escape of John Nelligan, who was sen 
fenced at the recent Assizes to one year’s 
imprisonment for stealing some tools, the 
property of some carpenters engaged at 
the Industrial School. Nelligan was iu 
the south-west yard of the goal, engaged 
in filling ticks with straw, under the 
charge of the second turnkey. He took 
advantage of that-officer’s back being 
tuAied, and scaled the wall which is not 
particularly high around this portion of 
the prison premises, and nothing has 
been ascertained of hie whereabouts. 
There is also a charge of perjury pending 
a&aipst Nelligan, it being arranged that 
his trial should come off at the next As­
sizes.

The Bickford Libel Suit.—Mr. Bick­
ford sued the Globe for libel at the To­
ronto Assizes, the libel being founded on 
some statements made by the Globe dur • 
ing the recent election in that city. The 
jury returned a verdict with one shilling 
damages, which does not carry costs. 
Hon. M. C. Cameron asked for the 
Judge’s certificate for costs, which 
was refused. The law now is that 
if the plaintiff in any action of trespass 
on tho "case recovers by the ver­
dict of a jury less damages than 
eight dollars, such plaintiff shall 
not be entitled to recover, in respect of 
such verdict, aqy costs relative thereto, 
unless tho judge or presiding officer be­
fore whom such verdict is obtained cer­
tifies on the back of the record to entitle 
the plaintiff to full costs.

Cruz, a distance of 145 miles. The work 
to be finished by August 1,1876.

Maddock, who lives on the west side o 
the|Elora Road,.two doors south of Mc- 
Tagne street, having occasion to go from 
the dining room to the sutr.mer'kitchen, 
noticed that the north wall of the latter 
building was in flames. This wall,which 
is of pine boards, forms the partition 
between Maddock’j kitchen and that of 
Mr. Jacob Hornbustle, who occupies the 
house next door north. Immediately 
'the e’arm was raised, aud the whole 
neighborhood was- in commotion clearing 
the houses of all their.furniture iu pro»» 
peot of an extoft^ive conflagration. In 
the meantime word had been Sent to the 
fire department; and Messrs. J. M. Bond 
& Go. had despatched a fire extinguisher 
to the scene. Besides the assistance 
rendered by the neighbors, this was the 
only force at hand to resist the flattes, 
which spread rapidly to both sheds, the 
wind blpwing from the east around the 
corners of the houses and through the 
passage-way between. Shortly after ten 
o’clock the engine was steaming north­
ward, accompanied by an immense crowd 
of carious citizens. The hose "followed 
along way in tho rear, being impeded 
in its progress by the fractious horses 
that (had’been seized in the “ hot haste,” 
Rnd fastened to the cart. The continual 
tinkling of the bell,—which serves in 
times of peace as an ornament to the 
hoso-oart,—frightened the excited ani­
mals so that they did nothing but dance 
and frantically endeavor to bo released 
from their misery. Some ardent citizens, 
seeing the state of affairs, and knowing 
that tho hose was indispensable
when a stream of water was
required, kindly lent their aid to “ help 
the thing along,” and in this way the 
corner of London Road and Elora Read , 
was reached. Here the engine had stop­
ped, aud after some time the hose was 
attached, and a stream sent along to ex­
tinguish the flames. It was about half­
past ten before this stream was in per­
fect operation, but it smothered what 
fire had been left burning fly the little 
extinguisher, which had done excellent 
service in confining the flames to the 
sheds,leaving the houses proper with only 
a singe. At about eleven o'clock the hose, 
was wound up on the cart, and the men 
who had taken command of it returned, 
accompanied by the "engine.

Both houses were insured, so that 
there will be little loss beside that sus­
tained by damage to the furniture, which 
must be considerable, as almost every 
article in Mr. Maddock’s house was car­
ried into the street. Had it not been 
that the high wind was blowing from the 
east, nothing could have saved the frame 
houses from total destruction.

The cause of the fire is not positively 
known, as when Mrs. Maddock observed 
it, considerable progress had been made; 
but there is good reason to believe that 
the children in that vicinity, who seem 
to have a weakness for fire, were playing 
in Mr. Hornbustle’s shed with their 
favorite toy, and started the flame.
