Cheltenham.-If B took a share in a 
limited company, with the understand­
ing of getting a steady job of thread­
ing bolts by machinery, if the company 
went into liquidation would B have to 
double his share, and what amount 
would B have to take to be admitted 
into a limited company? Would it be 
a wise or a foolish move, and what is 
the general wages for threading bolts? 
If B was admitted into a limited com­
pany would he get free from joining 
labor organizations if union labor was 
employed by the company, and B an 
employe of the said company? Ans. 
A shareholder in a limited joint stock 
company is only liable to pay up his 
share in full in the event of liquida­
tion if he has not before done so. One 
share will make him a member of the 
company, but the number of shares re­
quisite to become a director is fixed 
by the charter or bylaws. Whether it 
is wise or foolish depends upon the par- 
ticular circumstances of the case. We 
do not know the general wages for 
threading bolts. Being a shareholder 
would not necessarily secure you a job, 
nor would It free you from joining a 
labor organization if the union con­
trolled the employment at the works

In the morning the gate was badly 
cracked, supposed to be done by one 
beast hooking another, and crowding 
against the gate. Who is liable for the 
damages? Ans.—The railway company 
must repair, but may recover from the 
owner of the cattle if he were negli­
gent in putting them in the lane, of

TAX COLLECTOR.—A majority of the 

members of the council by whom I am ap­
pointed threaten to dismiss me from office if 
I force a certain party to pay his taxes ac­
cording to law. Can they dismiss me and 
appoint another collector for such a reason? 
ANS.—Such a dismissal would be contrary 
to the statute law and to common sense, but 
the judges of the High Court of Ontario 
have solemnly decided that a municipal 
officer may be removed at any time with or 
without reason or cause by the majority of 
a municipal council. Therefore, although 
you are the tax collector of the corporation, 
and your duty is to collect the taxes accord­
ing to the law, you are liable to be dis­
missed for doing your duty by a majority of 
the council, who need give no reason for so
