PARLIAMENT.

L‘anada. Wil Confklbhte to the
Pacific Cable Construction.

The Paris Exposition—Praises tor
Canada’s Exhibit—Many Orders
Ceming Here.

Ottawa, March 5.—This afternoon
the House of Cominons, in commit-
tee, adopted unanimously the resolu-
tion of the postmaster-general author-
izing the payment of the increased

amount which Canada is required to
comntribute towards the Pacific cable
under the revised estimate, based up-
on the contract which has been given
for the work. The postmaster-gener-
al announced that the cable would be
completed by the end of December,
1902. The house went into committee
of supply, and the remainder of the
day was spent in discussing the esti-
mates of the public works department
and the estimate of $£30,000 required to
wind up the accounts in connection
with the Paris exhibition, under which
item the whole of the expenditure at
Paris was criticised by the opposition.

THURSDAYS FOR GOVERNMENT.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier moved that gov-
ernment orders have preference on
Thursdays for the remainder of the
session. In speaking to the. motion
Sir Wilfrid said he had to inform the
house what business the government
had, so far as it is already before the
house, and which it was intended to
introduce. The bills to amend the
franchise act, 1898, and the Dominion
elections act, 1900, would probably be
introduced tomorrow. An act would
be introduced regarding the alien lab-
or law.

PACIFIC CABLE RESOLUTION.

The house then went into committee
upon the following motion by Mr. Mu-
lock: “That whereas by the Pacific
cable act, 1899, his excellency in coun-
cil is authorized to guarantee payment
of five-eighteenths of the principal
sum of one million seven hundred
thousand pounds sterling to be ap-
plied in establishing direct submarine
telegraphic communication between
Canada and Australasia; and where-
as, in lieu of said sum of one million
seven hundred thousand pounds, it is
estimated that for the purpose afore-
said there will be a sum not exceeding
two million pounds sterling, which
sum of two million pounds the gov-
ernment of the United Kingdom 1is
willing to advance; therefore be it
resolved, (1) that the governor-in-
council is authorized to guarantee
payment of five-eighteenth parts of
the principal and interest of and up-
on the securities to be issued by the
government of the United Kingdom
for raising the said sum, namely, two
million pounds, so to be advanced;
(2) that section three of said act be
repealed.”

MR. MULOCK EXPLAINS.

Speaking to the resolution Mr. Mu-
lock said: This resolution to some ex-
tent changes the financial scheme, as
authorized by the Dominion act of
1899, Under that act power was given
to his excellency the governor-in-
council te assume as our share five-
eighteenths of the total liakility, which
was limited to £1,700,000 sterling.

at the present time with Europe and
the commercial world. That contract
which I allude to, made two weeks af-
ter the conclusion of the contract with
the imperial government and other
governments on behalf of the Pacific
cable partners, grants to the Eastern
Extension Cable Company certain con-
cessions and privileges, practically with
the government of New South Wales,
in the earrying on of a telegraph busi-
ness within New South Wales. They
therefore are given an advantage whici
Fhey did not enjoy when we entered
into the arrangement for competing for
Australasian cable business. I do not
know that the concessions granted will
have a damaging effect upon the fi-
ndncial result of the enterprise; at the
same time I feel it my duty to bring
thge matter to the attention of the com-
mittee.

ONTARIO MINES

Gratifying increase in Their Production—
OQutput Now Cver $9,000,000.

Toronto, March 6.—The growing im-
portance of Ontario as a mineral pro-
ducing country is shewn by the report
of the output from our mines by all
classes for 1900, just compiled by the
bureau of mines. The total value of the
product last year was $9,288,424, com-
pared with $8,416,083 in 1898, an increase
of $872,341. There were 10,864 men em-
ployed, with a wage bill of $3,364,401, or
about one-third the total value of the
outupt. The report again shows that
it is in our plainer mineral products,
such as petroleum and ciay products,
that the largest return lies, although
the iron, nickel and copper industries
are making great strides.

The statement is notable for the
large increases in Portland cement, pot-
tery, mica, iron, nickel, copper, arsenic
and silver, and for the appearances for
the first time of corundum, felspar and
steel as mineral products of Ontario.
Talc shows a large increase, while the
products of zinc fell almost to nothing.
The large falling off in gold is asecrib-
ed to the shutting down for a time of
several producing mines in the north-
western part of the province.
