FIGHT RUM BOATS
AND GARGO SEIZED

Whiskey Row of Capes Cod
and Ann Scattered by Pro-
hibition Navy.

VALUED AT $100,000

Associated Press Despatch.

Boston, Oct. 27.—The rum rows off
Cape Cod and Capé Ann were scat-
tered today as a result of their first
major engagement with the United
States prohibition enforcement navy,
and eight prizes were tied up at
docks here and ‘at Gloucester and
New London, Conn., with more than
a score of prisoners to show as the
spoils of the victors. The coastguard
cutter, Tampa, yesterday brought
into Boston harbor the Newfound-
land two-masted schooner Marjorie
E. Bachman, rum laden, and five
United States motorboats. Another
motorboat was taken into Gloucester
and one into New London.

The eight prizes with their crews
and contraband ligquor valued at
$100,000, represented a week’s opera-
tions of the Tampa, assisted by a
squadron of fast rum chasers, off
Cape Cod and Cape
The captured vessels were
taken in a running battle Friday, in

inch guns and pursued a scattering
rum fleet for more than an hour near
Stellwagon Banks, 20 miles off the
coast, at a point half way between
Capes Cod and Ann. In the fleet of!
ships were more than a dozen |
vessels, according to coastguard offi-
cers, including several British and
French crafts.
