New Yotk, July 12.—The stockmarket has 
had a decided rally to-day.

Another is the free silver scheme, 
and the third is the threat of further extensive 
gold exports As a matter of fact none of these 
are really likely to amount to anything, but 
none the less they are classed among the possi­
bilities, and are depressing factors. A biz short 
interest is in the market. Some stocks are much 
over-sold.

Chicago, July 12.—Wheat was dull and fea­
tureless. A decrease of 3,120,1'00 bushels on 
passage was off-set by an increase of 2,060,000 
bushels in the English visible supply. Reports 
of the yield from all sections were glowing 
The receipts were again ample; exports were 
moderate. Corn was weak, because of better 
grading ind selling by New Yorkers, who had 
a small lot of corn here out of condition, and 
selling by bearish lo sal scalpersand receivers, 
because of the improved grading here. Around 
certain limits the demand seemed inexhaustible.

KILLING FISH WITH DYNAMITE, 
Wholsesale Slaughter of the Finny I

Fellows — Arrested on a Serious I 
Charge.

Fur three weeks past Detectives Craw- I 
ford and Mason, of this city, have been 
hunting up evi let ce against parties who I 
bave for some time, it is alleged, practised 
the killing of fish in the river Thames in 
East Missouri with the aid of
dynamite. The result of their work 
has been t almost completely destroy al) 
the fish in that portion of the river, and 
considerable indignation has been aroused 
in consequence. The method pursued was 
to use six-irch cartridges, which were ex­
ploded in the water, causing the fish to 
almost immediately rise to the top of the 
water. Then when thev floated to a nar 
row part of the stream they were secured. 
In this way several barrels of river fish are 
said to have been obtained.

Monday Wm. Smith, sr., Wm. Smith, 
jr.,and Peter Smith, of the 11th con. of I 
East Nissouriand Frank Neely,of Thames- 
ford, were brought before Magistrate 
Chadwick, of Ingersoll, charged with be­
ing implicated in the offense above 
alluled to. Joseph Horseman, a neighbor 
of the Smiths. gave strong testimony 
against the prisoners The case was ad­
journed to Monday next to allow the con­
stables to secure further evidence. The 
prosecutions are taken under the instruc­
tion of Fish Inspector McCann.
