Great Storm
Now Raging

One of Severestin Years Sweu;s
Between Rocky Mountalns
and Great Lakes

Much Trouble to Street Cars,
Raliways and Tele-
graphs,

Chicago, Dec. 27.—Oue of the most
severe storms of years has raged be-
tween the Rocky mountains and the
great lakes today, causing much trouble
to street cars, railroads and telegraphs.

The latter were the greatest sufferers,
as the blizzard was preceded by a heavy
fog and rain, Railroad trains were bad-
ly delayed, some being 24 hours late,
street cdr traffic was at a standstill,
In its extent the storm was the most
widespread  of any in fifteen years.
Counting the fog as a component part,
the storm stretched from the Rocky
mountains to New York, and from Win-
nipeg t6 Néw Orleans. At 10 o’clock
tonight the storm was reported as sub-
siding. at Kaunsas City, but it will be
several days before normal couditions
are restored. -

At Chicago and east of here the storm
is still raging with great violence, and
is expected to continue throughout the
night, its centre apparently being be-
tween Chicago and Cleveland.

Kenorts from Kansas City early to-
day were that the storm was accom-
panied bv high winds and snow, which
on the level would have been about one
foot in depth. The telegraph wires were
down in all directions and it was with
dusculty communication with the West
and Vorthwest was kept up. All trains
throughout that part of the counfry
were hopelessly behind their schedule.

All through western Towa the storm
raged with great fury.

All ‘trains in this section were report-
ed from one to six hours late, In St,
Paul the smow commenced to fall ear-
ly last night” and played thavoe with
the railroads ‘and sonie trains from the
Lacific coast were reported tonight as
24 hours overdue.

Nashville, Lonisville,” New Orleans
and Memphis all reported heavy rains
and a rapidly falling theremometer and
terrific winds. In the Ohio valley the
first heavy rain in five months com-
menced falling early in the day and con-
tinued throughowt the night. The storm
was appreciated by the boatmen along
the Oh’o and its tributaries for the stage
of water in those streams has of late
been low.

The storm struck Chicago shortly
after noon and increased with great ra-
pidity umtil 5:50 o’clock, the wind at-
taining a velocity of 72 ‘miles an hour.
By 7 o’clock it blew 50 miles an hour,
where it remained throughout the night,
with occasional gusts that in mauy sec-
tious of the down town districts hurled
pedestrians from their feet and over-
tummeéd light’delivery wagons.,

Between moon and 7 o'clock in the
evening the mercury dropped from 34
to 11 above zero. The damage in the
city "of Madison, Wis., \is estimated at
about $100,000. Indianapolis the damage
done by the storm will be especially
heavy in the oil fields, where fully five
hundred derricks were blown down and
all operations suspended.

New York, Dec. 27.—So dense was
the blanket of fog which hung over the
harbor all day that business at the gov-
ernment quarantine station was almost
entirely suspended. Not a single steam-
er arrived and the officials put in ‘the
day ‘wafting for. the fog to lift.

A little puff of wind from the west
this afternoon tore a hole in the fog
bank, revealing four steamers which
had come in during the night and found
anchorage off the station. A tug with
health officers on board immediately put
out, and, after a time, located the
steamers and gave them permission to
communicate with - the shore. They
were the steamers Roman and Sailor
rince, of the Prince line, the fruiter
Avalon and the tank steamer Wheehaw-
en.

Severa]l steamers were due from for-
eign ports today. and it is supposed that
they are lying off Sandy Hook waiting
for the fog to lift before attempting to
come inte the harbor.
