their charters should be repealed.”

Concerning - speculation in general,
the committee declares that it may be
wholly legitimate, pure gambling, or
something partaking of the qualities of
both; that in some form it is a heces-
sary incident of productive operations;
that it tends to steady prices and that
for the merchant or manufacturer the
speculator performs a service which
has the effeéct of insurance.

“In law,” says the report, “specula-
tion becomes gambling when the trad-
ing which it involves does not lead,
and is not iriterided to lead, to the-ac-
tual passing from hand to hand of the
property that:is dealt in. The rules of
all the exchanges forbid gambling as
detailed by this opinion, but they make
so easy a technical delivery of the
property. contracted for that the prac-
tical effect of such speculation, in point
of form; legitimately is not greatly
different from ‘that of gambling.”

The incident shows the extreme ner-
vousness for the safety of the Emperor
Nicholas, even at sea. Russian torpedo
boats have been patrolling Pitkipas Bay,
the rendezvous of the two Emperors and
it was one of these guard vessels that
fired on the British ship.

The German Imperial yacht Hohen-
zollern with Emperor Willlam on board
was sighted off Viborg early this morn-
ing. The first meeting between Thelr
Majesties will occur in Pitkipas Bay, a
secluded branch of the sea that Em-
peror Nicholas makes the headquarters
for his summer cruises.

“There’'s gold in  this island, of
course; that is known. But that there
is gold here in big guantities is what
I strongly suspeet and I wouldn’'t be
a bit surprised to see another great
rush right on this island of Wan-
couver.” ¥

Evening Post this morning by Jafet
Lindeberg, the discoverer of Nome and
now one of the officials of the Ploneer
Mining Company, -the largest opera-
tor in the Nome -“@district.

It was a known fact that there was
gold in Alaska, but no one had up to
that time made a big strike. In the
jatter part of September, 1898, we
were prospecting in the foothills lying
along the coast where Nome stands
now when we found the rich indica-
tions that led to the big discovery,
We investigated, got some idea of
what we had hit and then staked the
discovery. We didn’t know anything
about the rich beach deposits. They
were discovered a year later by the
first comers in the big rush.”

Mr. Lindeberg will sail, with Mrs,
Lindeberg, in a few days for Nome.
