Loxvox, March 3.—In the house of com-
mons this afternoon questions were put to
the government regarding the condition of
affairs in Egypt, which the government re
fused to answer. Great excitement arose.

Lawson (radical) moved that the house |

adjourn in order to discuss the Soudan
problem. He violently attacked the gov-
ernment, charging it with cowardice,
bloodguiltiness, butchery and jingoism.,
The marquis of Hartington said it was.
not the proper time to, vindicate the policy
of the covernment in Kgypt. The imme-

diate object was fo secure the safety of the
remaining Egyptian garrisons and provide
for the safety of Suakim.

Gladstone replicd to the
of Sir Wilfried Lawson. He justi-
fied the poliey which the govern-
ment had been pursuing, and asserted it
was necessary to hold Suakim for the
present in order to keep down the slave
trade.

Sir Stafford Northeote said a fack of co-
herency in the government’s KEgyptian
policy caused the misfortunes in the
Soudan.

The marquis of Hartington, secretary of
state for war, said the British would retire
from Suakim as soon as it was compatible
with the safety of that town. ;

The motion for adjournment was rejected
by 105 to 103.

Before the British renew the attack
upon the rebels Osman Digma will be
offered a conference. Five thousand rebels
who fied from Tokar when the British en-
tered Saturday have joined Osman Digma.
Only 1000 of them are Soudanese, being
fanatics sent from Urdofan and Darfour.
If Osman Digma refuse to surrender it is
expected that the rest of the tribes under

_the sheikhs will express a desire to come

to terms.

The ambassadors of all the powers have
been instructed to compliment the govern-
ment upon Gen. Graham’s victory.

A previously hostile chief has offered to
accompany Col. Stewart up the White
Nile to promulgate Gordon’s manifesto.

El Mahdi has forbidden the sheikhs on
the White Nile and” Blue Nile to advance
to Khartoum or provoke hostility. Four
hitherto hostile sheikhs have sub-
mitted to Gordon. Three soldiers of
the old garrison of El . Obeid
have arrived here. They report great
misery at EL Obeid, that El Mahdi fears
the tribesmen and inhabitants and that a
reign of terror exists. El Mahdi has
stored up all the rifles saying they belong
to the Egyptian government and he will
deliver them to its representatives. Kl
Mahdi received Gordon’s. letter naming
him Saultan Kordofan with estacies
of delight an® gave the messenger who
brought the letter a robe of honor.

THE LASKER AFFAIR,

Bismarek's Organ Charges That the
Secessionists Prompted the Resolution
of Condolence,

BerriN, March 3.—North German
Gazette (Bismarck’s organ) condemns the
proposal of the secessionists to offer in the
reichstag a resolution thanking the house
of representatives for its action on the
death of Lasker. The moving of such a
resolution the Gazette says would consti-
tute a shameless act. . The Gazette refrains
out of respect to songress from asserting
that ‘the secessionists actually paid cash
for the Lasker resolution but says it was
offered in the hope of reaping a reward in
the furtherance of petty party interests.

"The Gazette adds: An attempt to' carry

the proposed resolution would be a - viola-
tion of law and a direct correspondence
with a foreign parliament would be a breach
of the constitution. The government

would certainly visit such an encroach-

ment upon the domain of the monarchy
with serious consequences.

Evening jourpals say that secessionist
deputy Kapp denies he originated the
resolution of condolence.

{ monopolizing the commerce -of the world,
and making the Mediterranean sea ana the
Indian ocean English lakes.

The Berlin Post urges France to join the
alliance, promising more substantial bene-
fits than those arising from her agreement
with’ England,

Dr. Busch, under foreign secretary in an
article in Grenzboten remarks that Russia’s
progress toward India is a matter of indif-
ference to- Germany. England, he says,
is no longer our ally but regards us with
evident mistrust.

It is supposed these artieles are indica-
tions of a diplomatic campaign against Eng-
land.

The Dynamite Outrages Committed by
Men From America—Rewards by the
Railway Companies.

Loxpox, March 3.—The police are doing
their utmost to discover the authors of the
dynamite plots, but the clues are not pro-
mising. An Irishman named Nellis has
surrendered himself to the Greenock
police. Hesays he knows the murderer of
Lord Leitrim.

Two lrish Americans, who arrived from
Southampton February 12, have been
traced to the Waverley hotel, Portland

street. They arrived February 20 and
left February 25. A portion of the valise
containing the infernal machine found at
Paddington station has been discovered in
their room.

The authorities offer a reward of £1000
for the detection of the authors of the re-
cent dynamite outrage.

The French authorities are aiding the
English detectives in their efforts to dis-
cover the dynamite conspirators. The
fenians have become alarmed, and are pre-
paring to remove their headquarters from
Paris to Geneva.

Four railway cempanies offer an addi-
tional reward of one thousand pounds for
the detection of the authors of the dyna
mite outrages.

The landlord of the Waverly hotel has
identified the valise seized at the Charing
Cross station as one which a man took
away from his hotel.

Maurice, Liston, Dillion and Ryan, four
suspected dynamiters, are now in Havre,
Three suspected Irishmen sailed on the St.
Laurent Saturday for New York. The
steamer Canada, from New York, was
searched on her arrival at Havre. .

It is now almost certain that the dyna-
mite outrages were the work of four men
who arrived from America Feb. 20.
