The commente of The Globe upon Presi­

dent Harrison's message to Congress are a 
pitiable exhibition of an attempt to justify 
its Canadian-Amerioan Republic policy 
with the belligerent attitude assumed by 
President Harrison towards Canada while 
smarting Under the lash of an ignominious 
defeat at the polls. Throughout the arti­
cle The Globe labors hard to condone Presi­
dent Harrieon’s belligerency, and at the 
same time preserve a semblance of decency 
as a Canadian newspaper. That its labors 
should result in an absurdity that bordera 
upon an egregious blunder is not to be 
wondered at. ,.

The faltering hand at the outset of 
the attack upon the sufferance of 
the people of Canada ia betrayed by the 
statement: “Nor will we be restrained from 
stating where the fault lies through fear of 
encountering the opprobrium which it 
sought to be placed on anyone who dares to 
counsel the maintenance of a magnanimous 
and friendly attitude towards the United 
States.” . —- _..

The fear of opprobrium ia strongly in the 
mind of The Globe, and its hysterical effort 
to appear valiant in the face of its blunder­
ing proves it.

Yesterday—So Decision Beached,

Mr. F. E. Titus, president of the National 
Association propounded to a sub-oommittee 
of tbe Committee on Works, consisting of 
Aid. Crawford, Jolliffe and Maloney, his 
scheme for the establishment of mumcipa 
coal and wood yards in the city. What Mr. 
Titus sought was that the question as to the 
desirability of the city procuring legislative 
enactment to establish these yards be sub­
mitted to the people.

Aid. Maloney said it was not so much a 
question of getting the power as of getting 
tbe coal, coin ting to tbe powerful combine 
that existed among the miners of the United 
States

Mr. Titus bad not the desired information 
as to how the coal was to be procured and 
the power of the combine to be broken, 
bat be thought that the city could but try.

Aid. Jolliffe said ihat coal could not now 
be laid down here at less than $5.43 a ton, 
but Mr. Titus held that the banks and rail­
ways bad secured it at less than IS.

Aid. Crawford wanted the Nationalists to 
adduee facts aud figures in support of their 
case. He also wanted the opinion of the City 
Solicitor as to legality. Anyhow, whether 
it was legal or not, be thought it would be 
interfering with the rights of those now in 
the coal business in the city.

The committee adjourned till Wednesday 
next. In the meantime Mr. Titus will make 
an effort to secure the desired statistics, aud 
the opinion of the City Solicitor ’ will be 
sought on the legal aspect of the matter.

*1 A good illustration of the way in which 
people rush to law and of the consequences 
which generally result therefrom was re­
cently witnessed in Montreal. A man 
whose farm was situated in the parish of 
St. Jude and touched the southern boundary 
of the parish of St. Ours was presented by 
the latter municipality with a tax bill tor 
41 1-2 cents The farmer refused to pay 
the taxes, contending that he was only 
supposed to pay the same to the corpora­
tion in which hi* farm was situated. 
The municipality sued him in the 
Superior Court for the trifling sum, but the 
judge decided in favor of the defendant 
with costs amounting to $409. The cor­
poration of St. Oars appealed and succeeded 
in reversing the previous decision, the costs 
this time being taxed at $1200, and «ordered 
to be paid by the farmer. His farm was 
sold to satisfy the lawyers’ bills and the 
late owner is now training for a pedestrian 
on Montreal’s thoroughfares.

Arbitration Boards.
For some time past the judges in Eng­

land have had under their consideration a 
scheme for establishing Boards of Arbitra­
tion to which might be submitted a large 
variety of cases which are now passed upon 
by courte of law.

Many inch cases are admitted to be by 
the judges—whose opinion being in this 
matter manifestly free from prejudice of a 
professional nature—a» rather questions 
turning upon points more within the know­
ledge of business men than lawyers. In 
some courts indeed, the Admiralty for 
instance, laymen are associated on the 
bench with thea regular judges, and it is 
well known that judgments are frequently 
dependent rather on the evidence of mer­
cantile experts than on expositions of law.

In cases of this nature the 
introduction of counsel serves more 
to prolong and complicate hearings at 
an enormous expense to contestants 
than to further the ends of equity 
and justice. In a recent case to which we 
have previously alluded, in the course of 
which a chief justice of this province ad - 
milted that be was completely puzzled by 
professional evidence as to a point in book­
keeping, the whole question at issue could 
have been quickly decided by a board of 
accountants or me'rchants familiar with the 
principles of accountancy.

Any business man listening to such a 
suit could not but have been struck with 
the almost farcical exhibition of an array 
of distinguished Queen’s Counsel arguing 
about questions they knew nothing of 
and the case being decided by &’jurist who 
frankly admitted his ignorance.

The corporation of the city of London 
has taken the bull by the horns by 
establishing at Guildhall a permanent 
board of arbitration for adjudicat­
ing upon matters of this .class. 
A body of arbitrators have been appointed, 
all laymen—men of wide business experi­
ence—to whom can now be submitted dis­
putes of a mercantile nature.

The court is opeh to litigants without the 
intervention of legal representatives, unless 
notice is given that lawyers will appear, 
but their presence is not necessary. The 
court fee is about $15, by the payaient of 
which suitors may command the arbitra­
tion services of a highly qualified, expert 
tribunal. The sittings are private; each 
case is heard on its merits, without being 
prejudiced by technicalities, prece­
dents or any of those elaborate pro­
ceedings that make a lawsuit so costly 
and so uncertain, as to the nature of the 
judgment, the grounds upon which it is 
based, and the date of its finality.

The guiding principle of the arbitrators 
is to be common sense, not mere technical 
law. This new court may be regarded ■ as 
an extension to the public at large of the 
arbitration committees of a Chamber of 
Commerce, or Board of Trade. Of course 
there is no power given any one disputant 
to compel the other to submit to the judg­
ment of the new court. Arbitration im­
plies the joint voluntary submission of both 
parties to the verdict of this court. It is, 
hewever, expected that the regular courts 
will relegate some cases to this form of arbi 
t ration.

Why cannot a similar court be opened in 
this city! We commend the question to 

citizens, its practicability is sufficiently 
attested by its adoption by the corporation 
of the City of London, in conjunction with 
tho Metropolitan Chamber of Commerce, 
and its necessity and utility are, we be­
lieve, not open to question.

POWDER
Wishes rite Discontinuance of Fostofflce 

Boxes and Drawers.
The system inaugurated by the Pôstoffice 

Department of a more frequent letter car­
rier’s service has led to a request by tbe 
Postmaster for a discontinuance of the boxes 
and drawers. He has issued the following 
circular:

I take advantage of the close of the year 
for which yon have hired the locked box in 
the Postoffice to remind you that under the 
system of free delivery by carrier every part 
of the city ia served three times and the cen­
tral division no lees than five times

The carriers deliver an average now of 
over 280,000 letters per week, of which near­
ly 8000 are registered.

The complaints and enquiries in regard 
to the delivery of these letter* do not 
reach tbe quarter of 
It may be assumed, 
the delivery ie accnrafe and efficient. :

Many persons still cling to the eld custom 
of using a box in the poetoffice who perhaps 
are not aware of the absolute security en­
joyed and the trouble and expense saved by 
availing themselves of the free delivery at 
their homes and offices.

There is no case on record of a firm or per­
son having given up a box in the postofflee 
returning to that method of delivery,though 
it is open to everybody to do so in case of 
dissatisfaction. Even the banks, with one 
exception, now have their correspondence 
delivered by carrier.

The carriers leave the poetoffice on their 
last round at 4 p.m. Persons whole letters 
are delivered by carrier can send to the 
postoffice for letters arriving later, aud they 
will be handed to them by a clerk at the en­
quiry wicket np till 6 p.m. -

The eorting of mails and delivery to the 
public would be greatly expedited by the 
discontinuance of locked boxes. The division 
of all arriving letters into two sections, one 
for tbe boxes and the others for the carriers, 
is a fruitful source of delay and inaccuracy, 
performed as it often is in extreme haste to 
meet the natural impatience of those waiting 
for letters. There nre other objections to 
the use of locked boxes and casual messen­
gers which it is needless to refer to here.

It is hoped that you may be induced to 
give freydelivery by carrier a trial, and thus 
enable' me to perfect a system which bas 
been brought to a standard of excellence in 
this city which has not yet been reached in 
any other city of the Dominion.

If the people of 
the States are desirons of paying more for 
Eastern and Australasian products.in order 
to enhance the revenues of their transcon­
tinental lines, that is their business. We 
doubt, however, whether they will be will­
ing to be directly taxed for the benefit of 
any railway corporations.

It is highly significant that those who 
are Urging this direct tax in the interest of 
American lines, and to damage the C.P.R., 
in the same breath explain that, “a dis­
criminating import duty would not inter­
fere directly with the export traffic in cot­
ton goods to China and Japan by way of 
the Canadian Pacific, which is so important 
to the manufacturers ot Lowell and Man­
chester, because the C.P.B. is their natural 
thriiuijh line."

We have thus an emphatic admission 
that our line is such a necessity to the 
■pinners of America that even those who 
are anxious to damage the C.P. R. by di­
verting import traffic from it are also 
anxious to have the use of that line for ex­
ports to the East. By this admission our 
American friends put themselves in a trap. 
They allow that “the natural through line" 
to China, Japan and Australasia goes through 
Canada. Surely then the natural return 
route from those parts must also be across 
the same line, consequently their taxation 
of the people to force such traffic over an­
other route would be $ violation of an ordi­
nance of nature, as well as an economical 
outrage upon U.S. consumers of eastern 
products.
