Schwartz, Dupee & Co. wire Dixon: The Michi­
gan State crop report, putting the winter wheat

The Northwest was more emphatic in Its 
promises of very much lighter movement, even 
predicting a falling off of 50 per cent, shortly. It 
was announced from Washington that the Gov­
ernment report would not make any reference to 
wheat, so that the uncertainty of a Government 
estimate was removed. Prices advanced until 
they got a cent over Thursday’s closing. In the 
last hour there was some little recession, the 
natural result of realizing by 
principal selling of the day was by a prominent 
local operator. The buying was by the North­
west and by local people. There may be some 
spurt in prices now, for the range is very low. 
The December liquidation, however, has only 
begun, and it would be remarkable if a bull mar­
ket should be developed in the midst of it. Corn 
lagged; cash was strong. The seaboard reported 
a fair amount of export business, but the ap­
proach of Government report lessened business 
and kept the crowd timid. The provision market 
has not shown sympathy with the strength of 
grain. Receipts of hogs were in excess of 
mates and the stockyard prices lower. The 
speculative trade and cash demand have been 
small and packers have been free sellers again. 
The result has been a weak market and a dis­
position among local traders to avoid the long 
side.
