EditocWorld: There are two ways of ex­
pressing hostility to any suggestion con­
nected with those closer relations of Canada 
towards the Empire which are now daily 
becoming more pronounced. One is by open 
opposition, the other by iuuendo, caricature 
or good-humored banter. Liberal papers in 
Canada for years past have opposed this 
British policy, sometimes by misrepresenta­
tion of motives, concealment of favorable 
action in Great Britain, advocacy of close 
American or continental relations and jests 
at the expense of those who have supported 
Imperial Federation or urged the general 
principle of a higher and better relationship 
tnrough thick aud thin. So for as past op­
position or criticism is concerned, the present 
Colonial Conference is a sufficient comment, 
and its results. I believe, will be a euflfioieut 
basis for the imperial structure which is now 
slowly developing towards greater effleienoy 
and power.
