Tus Ace oF Growrr.—The investiga-
tions of the Anthropometric committee of
the British Association have made more
or less clear several interesting facts ro-
specting the rate of growth of the two
gexes. The period of most rapid growth
is trom birth to 5 years of age, and then
hoth sexes grow alike, the girl being a
little sborter and lighter than the boys.
‘From b to 10 the boys grow a little faster
than the girls, but from 10 to 15 years the
. girls grow the faster,and at between 113
and 144 years old are actually taller, and
from 12} to 15} are heavier than the boys.
The boys, however, take the lead between
15 and 20 years, and grow at first rapidly,
but afterwards slower, and complete their
"growth af about 23 years, wiiile girls grow
very slowly aftér 18 years of age, and
attain their full stature at about the
20th year. The tracings and tables show
a slow but rteady increase of stature up to
the 50th year, and a more rapid increase in
weight up té tha.60th' year in men ; but
the statisties of women are too few after the
age of 23 to determine the stature and
weight ot their sex at the more advanced
- periods of life. The fact that the men con-
tinue to grow in statnre up to his HOth
year contradicts the populir potions on
subjuct ; acrording to which he ceases to

The Gordon Rellef Bxpedition,

Loxpon, Aug. 28.— The expedition for
the relief of General Gordon is to be on a
much larger scale than at first contem- |
plated. The War Office has contracted for
400 moro boats on the Nilo— they being|
rendered necessary by the large additional
contingent of troops, which it is now do~
cided shall be sent. This change of plan
is due to the stipulations of Lord Walse-
ley, who, #hen requested by the govern-
ment to take the chief command, wmade it
a condition that the expeditton should be
on a scale adequate to the difficultics to be
encountered  Orders have been sent oft
to-day, to emp'oy extra hands at Wool-
wich and Deptford, who will work by day
and night, until the requisite stores arc
ready and on board. Notwithstanding
General Wolseley's recently pronounced
opinion in faver of sheriencd cnlistments
and youthful seldiers, hv new insists that
the corps shall counsist only of seasoned
veterans, not likely to succumbd to the
tropical climate. An increased force isre-
quired to keep open the line of commuui-
cation from Wady Halfa to Khartoum and
to chastise suy rebellious tribes likely to
attack the expedition in the rear. Lord
Wolseley will start for Egpyt, on Sunday.

Boxpon,; Aug. 28.—Gen, Lord Wolscley,
newly appointed . commander-in-chicf ot
the British forces in Exypt, proposes ‘to
reach Dongola with the Gordon relief ex-
pedition, by Nov. 7. He declares himsuit
able and willing to accomplish' this pro-
gramme withont difficulty. There are only
gix catarncts to pass, whereas in the Red
River expedition in 1870, he was compell-
ed to drag his boats overland at 46 differ-
ent places.

Henry M. Stanley had a long conference
with General Lord Wolseley. Mr, Stan-
ley is in favor of the expedition proceeding
by the Nile route, becanse the flotilla
could always choose its own time aud place
for an attack, there being no chance of the
rebels entering the water to attack ths
British forces.

— The new bridge across the Firth of
Forth, now building, will when com
pleted, be among the most rematkable
bridges in the world. The main girder
will bé within a few feet of a mile in
length, and will rest upon round
eylindrieal piers, each of which will
woigh sixteen thousand toma. It will,
of course, be high enough for all vessels
to pass underneath; and about forty-
two thousand tons of steel will be re-
quired in its comnstruction. The esti-
mated cost is $7,500,000. China poss
sesses the longest bridge in the world.
It is at Langang, over an arm of the
China Sea, and is five miles long,
seventy feet high, with a roadway
seven'y feet wide, and has three hun
dred arches. The parapet is a balus-
trade ; and each of the pillars, whioh
are seventy-five feet apart, supports a
pedestal on which is placed a lion,
twenty~one feet long, made of one
bloek of marble. The highest bridge
in the world is said to be the railway
viaduet at Garabio, in France, now
being erected over a river in the Depart-
ment of Cantal. The bridge has a total
length of about 1,800 feet; and near
the middle of the great center arch
which is one of the note-worthy fea-
tures of the structure, the height from
the bed of the river to she rails 4 413
feet.
