New Balloon.—A new dirigible balloon 
of colossial dimensions, says the Deutsche 
Heeres-Zeitung t is now in the course ot con­
struction in Berlin. The inventor, Herr 
Gaswindt, hopes to overcome the grand 
difficulty in Aeronautics—the attainment 
of a speed greater than the average 
velocity of the wind—by the enormous 
size of his balloon. A series of meteoro­
logical observations, extending over 
several years, has shown that near the 
surface of the earth the velocity of the 
wind in the temperate zone rarely exceeds 
twelve meters per second, and Herr Gas­
windt expects to attain a speed of not less 
than fourteen to fifteen meters. A sum of 
200,000 marks, it is said, has already been 
offered for the patent. The balloon is 150 
meters iu length and 15 meters in diamet 
ter, with a capacity of 18,000 cubic meters, 
about ten times as great as that of the 
Renard and Krebs balloon. The total 
weight is about 430 cwt., the envelope and 
netting alone representing 100 cwt. The 
propelling machinery consists of two steam 
engines of 50 horse power each. The cost 
is estimated at 100,000 marks (50,000.)

Canadian Electric Railway.—The first 
electric railway in the Dominion, for other 
than exhibition use is now running be­
tween Windsor and Walkerville. It is 
about 11-2 milts long and distance is 
generally covered by the cars in eight 
minutes, or if baste is required half that 
time will suffice, 
which gives the motive power is generated 
at the lightning station, Windsor, and 
transmitted to a motor in the car by 
means of a thick copper wire strung over 
the car. From the copper wire tbe current 
is led into the motor in the car through a 
smaller wire fastened to an ingeniously 
contrived traveller, which runs along the 
copper wire. A series cf small ptilley 
wheels holds the carriage on the wires so 
that it is impossible for it to drop off 
less in case of a breakage. The large 
copper wire is fastened on the ends of 
wooden arms attached to telegraph poles, 
giving an unobstructed track for the 
traveller.
