familiarly oalled. This man has cornered
the market and has made two or three
fortunes out of his transactions, with-
out perhaps spending $50 all told. One
man named Williame,a New Yorker,has
oommitted suicide through being
pinched in the deal. He was a member
of the great brokerage firm of WI"lltgl,
Black & Co., reputed to be worth 8_..,~
000,000, s few days ago. He shot bim-
self and left a note saying that: life was
not worth living, after being disgraced,
1. e, losing nearly all his fortune. Stock
gembling bas assumed tremendous
proportions, and there should be some
legislation passed to place it beyond
the powers of a few rich and unecrup
luous men to abnormally inflate the vals
ues of the necesearies of life. Between
combines, trusts and monopolies gen-
erally, the poor man is bemng pushed
closer and closer to the wall. Unless
some check comes no one can foresee
the end.

Regarding tbe wheat deal the New
York Herald says :—

« This is where these deals strike home
—where the burden falls upon the silent,
unmurmaring millions—wbere we must
some day look for the causes of what we
call aparchy and socialism. A' system of
government under which, nolwnhgunmng
the millions of acres covered with ripe
and bending grsin, God’s bounty to God’s
creatures, a half-dozen brawling gamblers
Jn a Chicego ‘¢ wheat pit” can reduce tpe
size of every loaf of bread is, to say it in
the mildest spirit, open to criticism,”

If the press manfully battles with
this buge question as touched upon by
the Herald, it will inevitably reeult in a
better order of things.

My
drug store had a picce of scantling driven
clear through, and sticking a foot inside,
through every thickness of the building.
Some louses were furned upside down
with all the inbabitants inside, One
rolled over three times, the inmates being
takeo out aocarly killed after the storm
abated, The wiud increased till 12, noon,
when after blowiog for 2 or 3 hours it be-
wanto go down. By 4 o'ctock I began
my rounds among the wounded. In pome
Atrects not. & house remained’; in some
cases not a board or piece ot timber could
be seen to mark th -« spot where the house
stood. We rpent the next day in carrying
inand caring for the wonnded  every build-
ing, church, masonic hall and even the
jatl was opened for the protection of those
rendered howeless by the hurricane,
About 250 wers destroyed and
nearly every house le1t starding was wore
or lesx damaged, 21 lives were lost while
hundreds of the poor are starving for want
of the necessaries of life., Oar kitchen is
filled every day with the poor and huogry,
with whom we are obiiged to share. Over
balf a million by heis of sxit were de-
&troyed. The destruction and loss of life
amoong the shipping 11 harbor was terrible
and beggars description, * ¢ ¢ It has
been 25 years since sneh a storm  visited
these islaude and 1. tell you I want to
be somewhere elxe when the next one
comes,”
