the fleet. John Cowie, a Scotch fish­
ing authority, is now- in Nova Scotia 
investigating the fishing industry.

John Dowic ii Now a Bankrupt.

Chicago, December 1.—Financial dif­
ficulties. which began during the cru­
sade of John Alexander Dowic, the 
self-styltd "Elijah III-’ and his resto- 
i ation host of New York a month 
ago, which have been rapidly increas­
ing since Dowie’s return, culminated 
tonight in the federal courts taking 
possession of all the property . con­
trolled . by Dowic in Zion C tv. Ill 

This town, which was founded two 
yeais ago by Dowic, has a population 
of oxer 10,1.00, is the general head­
quarters for Dowie’s church, and » 
said to represent an expenditure o 

§20,000,000. Fred S. Blount, cashier 
of the Chicago National Bank, and Al­
bert 1). Currier, partner of Congress­
man Boutell, were appointed receivers 
of the property. Their bonds vere 
fixed at §100,000 by Judge Kohlsaat, 
of the United States district court, 
who made the appointment on the pe­
tition of several Creditors. The teceix-- 
ers left for Zion City to-night, to take 
possession of the property.

The bankruptcy proceedings agnins 
Doxvie were based on the ulleg tiion 
that he is insolvent, and that xvhile in 
this financial position he committed an 
act of bankruptcy by making a pre- 
f rential payment on Novemoer 2 to 
the E. St re* ter Lumber Company for 
§3,770. Dowic has been hard pressed 
by his creditors, especially since rt 
was announced that his r-jCjnt mi-sion 
to New York had proved unsuccessful 
financially.

DOWIE’S ACCUMULATIONS.
Doxvie is knoxvn to have ac.-imulal- 

ed a large sum of money ns the head 
of the Christian Catholic Church, the 
assets of the organizati >n Ik ing tsti- 
mati d at between §20,000,VOO and 
§32,000,000. There was a large outlay 
of money, hoxvever, when Zion City 
xvas started. The lace and candy in­
dustries were started, and as L«*th of 
these have never Leva paying \ cul­
tures a great deal more money was 
tied up. Doxxie’s difficulties v ith his 
brother-in-law, St jvv.-ason, over ibe 
management of the late factory, cost 
more than §100,000, and other suits 
recently begun in Lake county by cred­
itors are said to aggregate a largo 
sum. Attorney Etterson, repie*f nting 
the {Petitioning creditors, in Lis argu­
ment hefoio Judge Konolsaat said:

"The creditors whom I represent 
have reason to believe that Dr. Dowic 
is insolvent. Judgments haxe been 
accumulating against him for several 
weeks past, and there is every indica­
tion that the overseer of Zion con­
gregation could not pay his debts. In 
such a crisis the creditors sought pro-, 
teciion for their interests in the bank­
ruptcy court. It is impossible to esti­
mate the liabilities or assets of Howie. 
Zion's affairs are complicated, and it 
will take several weeks I believe, be­
fore an idea of Dowie’s finances can 
l e had."

Judge Kohlsaat at first refused to 
appoint a receiver on the ground that 
Dowic should have notice of so impor­
tant a proceeding. After listening to 
a further account of Doxxie’s affairs 
from Mr. Etterson, Judge Kohlsaat 
decided it would be well to have the 
receivers appointed before the property 
at Zion City should be dissipated. 
He therefore entered the order appoint­
ing Mt ssrs. Blount and Currier.

Last Wednesday Dowie’s first con- 
fessioi| of xveakr.ess xvas made at a 
rally in the tabernacle at Zion City.

“A lot of you felloxvs have cash in 
your pockets," Doxvie said to his fol­
lowers. "Dig down and get it exit. It 
is God’s, and we need it in His work* 

You are cowards if you don’t give P 
up. Deposit it." Dowie talked in this 
strain for more than an hour, tears 
glistening on his cheeks as he told o 
the financial straits in which the in­
dustries at Zion City found (themselves.

Instead of frightening many into de­
positing, this appeal sent a long line 
of people to the bank on Friday, 

when they lined up at the paying tel­
ler's window’, drawing out their 
money. Less than §3,000 was deposit­
ed in the bank on Friday, while the 
amount withdrawn was twice that 
amount. Late in the afternoon A. W 
Graham of Waukegan, tried to with 
draw his account of §300, and 
told that he would have to gix*c 30 
days notice before he could g(jt his 
money. Yesterday another appeal 
made by Dowie for funds, but the de­
positors who appeared xvere fexv and 
the deposits were chiefly in trivial 
amounts.

War Office Canada’s . proposed Militia 
Bill. Early during the last session of 
the Dominion parliament, Sir Frcder- 
i:k gax’e notice of a Militia Bill! This 
Bill was prepared and ready to be in­
troduced when the Minister of Militia 
xvas asked to go to England to dis­
cuss" the proposed changes. The Bill 
was therefore 1*ft over for another 
year to enable this to l*e done. To­
day Lord Minto r.-clived a cable irom 
Lord I.yttleton, the Colonial Secre­
tary, inviting Sir Frederick to make 
the trip at his earliest convenience, so 
that the details of the measure might 
Ixj discussed.

What the 
bill proposes is to make it merely 
permissible ft r a Canadian to hold 
the office, in other words, to remove 
the ban against the Canadians and 
to allow a qualified officer, whether 
Canadian or Imperial, to command the 
Mil tia.
