If:Christ was born on the 25th December, the
Presentation-in the Temple would have taken place on February 2nd, forty days after, and
the visit of the wise men was probably shortly afier that. Had they comg before with their
costly gifts, it is not likely that Mary wonld have made the offering of the poor when she pre-
