The Relation of the Y. P S, C.
E. to the Church of Christ.

Orltline of an address delivered at
the annual meeting held in Evetton,
Ont., June 2nd, 1893, by J. A, Brenen-
stuhl, of Poplar Hill, Ontario:

Inmroducing the subjeet, T would say
that I have found this sociely to be

“very helpful to me in. my work as

pastor, both in wrying to build up
Christian character and to win souls to
the service of Christ from the world.
*"he subject assigned to me by your
committee seems to imply that there is
some kind of relation existing between
the church or congregation-and the Y.
1. S. C. E.  We purpose to investigate
together what that relation really is
Is &t independent of the church? or, is
it a church within the church, and still
independent?  Or, is it an organized
form of activity of a part of the church
of Jesus Christ ?

I take the latter question 10 state
about its truc and proper relation to
the church, for the following reasons :

1. ‘The motto is, * For Christ and
the Church”

(1} Y. P. & C. E. was organized for
this purpose. I refer 1o Facty about
Christian Endeavor No. 3. For the
training of young converts for the
dutics of church-membership; to pro-
mote an camnest Christian life among
its members ; to increase their mutual
acquaintance, and 10 make them more
useful in the service of God.”

(2} We live forsthis purpose. Sec
Fact No. 3. “It exists to make
young people loyal and cfficient mem.
bets of the church of Christ.  Like the
Sunday school, cach society is in some
local church, and in no scnse outside
of that chureh.”

(3) We work for this by devotion
and prayer. Sec Fact No. 8. “'The
socicty promotes the spirit of loyalty 1o
one’s own churctr,” Cf, Fact No. 9,
" Fot Christ and the Chuich ;" amotto

''he word fellow.hip expresses a
very close relationship between those
who have entered into that state,

Paul had but little success in the
worldly.-wise city of Athens. He re.
mained but a short time and departed
for Cotinth as his next field of labor.
Owing to the covetous merchants and
traders of that greedy city, the apostle
was detcrmined that he would accept
no money from them, that he might
stand forth as one whose only desire
was not to accumulate wealth. He was
a tentsmaker, making them of the hair-
cloth woven from the hair of the goats
that inhabited the district. He was
fortunate in finding a Jew of Pontus,
named Aquila, who worked at thetrade
with his wife Priscilla.  They no doulnt
had been converted to Christianity.

Paul entered into fellowship with them, |

fn Corinth, and later, in Ephesus, he
wotked with them and shared in the
profits, which were very scanty. Paul
formed a life-long fricndship with this
most worthy and excellent couple, and
it was onc to which he owed many
pleasant, profitable and enjoyable
hours.

The joys and pleasures of Christian
fellowship arc rich and pure; but the
fellowship which we have with “the
Father and with his Son Jesus Christ,”

is a privilege so exalted, that in this

wotld we are not able to comprehend
ity worth,

In that most beaut; 41 and sublime
prayet of our Lord poured forth just
before His betayal, He prays the
Father that our selationship may be
very intimate ; *“that they all may be
one, a3 thou Father art in me, and 1
in thee, that they also may be one, that
the world may belicve that thou hast
sent me.”

We as Christians have an important
wark to do.  ‘T'he world is to be won
for Christ, We are to co-operate with
God in accomplishing this work en.
trusted to His church, If we would
obey, we must be uniled, harmonious,
one, Fellowship in work.

What was once the
ptide of ‘the woild #is now a heap of
tuing. In this city about eightcen
hundred and forty years ago, the apos-
tle Paul entered into the Jewish syna-
gogue and preached Christ.  For three
months he remainegeawith.them, res.
soning and persuading as to the things
concerning the kingdom of God. The
result was, many believed and- obeyed,
while others were hardened and diso.
bedient,

How are our hearts hardened ?

God does not harden our hearts by
a direct act of His omnipotence; for
if He did we would not be responsible.
In Exodus iv. 21, it says that God har-
denéd the heart of Pharoah, ‘This was
done not directly, but indirectly, though
God’s goodness and mercy extended to
the Egyptian king, but which was re.
jected ; then Pharoah hardened his
own heart, as it is related in Ex. ix. 34.

We have the gospel of Jesus Chris',
which is God's nower unto salvation.
Every time we aear and do not obey,
we hiérden our hearts,

The Jews of Ephesus that heard
Paul preach Christ and opencd hot
their hearts resisted the Holy Spirit
—Acts vii, 5t—and rejected Christ.
The result was what it could not other.
witc have been, the hardening of their
hearts, The same things are true to-
day. We have the same Christ, and
the same Holy Spirit speaks to us
through the Gospel, and the same re.
sult follows if we are disobedient.

‘ Wherefore even as the Holy Spirit
saith, ‘To-day if ye shall hear his voice,
harden not your heans as in the prov.
ocation,” Heb. iil. 7, 8.

tated, and thus have hfe and that-more
abundantly.”

The valuc of & church depends on
its power as a radiating cenire of useful
work and zealous influence; how
grand to be a high reflector of Christ
in life and character!  As Christian
Endeavorers are we striving to attain
that pre-eminence? How? By ful.
flling the promise we made when we
signed the pledge, **making it the rule
of our life to pray and to read the
Bible every day,” thereby tearning of
Him and His life, whomn to know, is
life eternal, which knowledge is verily
a power, for after we have accepted
the faith whereby we alone are at
liberty to sign such pledge, we must do
or act, for, after faith, doing is the
means of salvation (1 Cor. xv). May
we as individual members of this
Society strive to pleate Him who hus
bought us so dearly, and who looks
down In sortow -at ouf actions of
thoughtlessness or wrong,

In conversation, I found, I am
pleased to state, the sister societies
among the Disciples hold the C. E. of
London Christian Church in  high
osteem, and gratitude is feit for the
interest this young church has taken to
further the causc in the aty. We
trust that the report of next year's
work may. be still more encouraging
and 2eal-inspiring t0 other societies
who labor urder disadvantager, of
which this Sociely’s members have no
conception. It is ours, as individual

having a centain number banded into
a Sunday Schoo!l Committee, who
come prepared each Lord’s day to‘act
as substitute teacher of any class whose
regular teacher is unavoidably absent.
No active member’s work is done if he
ot she is not prepared to assist in that
capacity, for is not our motto, ** For
Christ and the Church ?

The great nccessity for systematic
giving in Sunday schools and societies
was reconunended,

4th,  Written exams. would be con.
ducive to a thorough knowledge and
love of the Scriptures,

sth, The time for teaching in class
should not be less than 35 minutes,
which would enable the teacher to ap-
peal to the mind, to the memory, to
the conscience and to the heant of the
pupil in order that the aim of the
teacher might be gained, namely, giving
the child that knowledge which would
eventually tcad him to accept Christ.

Time will not permit me to mention
still further the suggestions, etc., for
the advancement of the church work,
bui the main point, which mest strong.
ly forced itsclf upon the heart and
conscience seemed to be the value of
Christ.like lives among the members of
Christs church ot in any of the de.
pantraents of that work, and the nced
of more indindual effort of helping
those who are mere prone by nature
Jo think lightly of their pledge, not
atcne their pledze to the Society, but
to Christ Himsclf, when they took the
step, that placed them in the eyes of
the world, as active members in His
setvice, and then
