“HAULTAIN TALKS.”

Our city contemporary the Winnipeg
Tribune, is always seeking sensational
news to keep alive the unfortunate
strife on the school question. = It pub-
lishes a dispatch from Toronto, under
the above heading in which it purports
togive Mr. Haultain’s opinions on the
school question in the Northwest Terri-
tories.
