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derstand by this the greater interest the Ger-
man student takes in pure hinguistics.

Auother sidelight on German education, obtain-
ed in the conversational case of the Kueipe, il-
lustrated still more clearly the manner in which
the members had  gained sunch a  knowledge
of the archaic forms of Teutonic speech.  From
more than one 1 heard that a head master in a
German gymnasinm would frequently carry  his
students, corresponding to our Iigh Schiool pu-
pils, into Middle and OId High German, and even
into Gothic. They are thus able to take up 01d
Norse, Anglo-Saxon and Old Saxon as freshmen,
and read all of them with considerable readi-
ness before they have heen two years in the uni-
versity. Having no examinations to worry them
and having nine or  ten  years ol examina-
tions behind them, they are able to take large
views of work and think nothing ol reading a
ntediacval poemt of five or ten thousand verses in
the five weeks' Iaster holiday, alter the Winter
Semester is over. For, to the German as to the
Oxford student, the vacation is the time when he
gets in his downright hard work. 1e is  well
fittedd to wundertake such work unaided and
longs for the holiday that he may be able to
throw himself heart and soul into it. This side
of German student character hecones very clear
to the member of a Vercin. It is combined with
an almost  utter lack of worldliness, a robust
straightforwardness and a spirit of condial good
fellowship that make the writer count the hours
spent with the Neuphilologen as among the most
pleasant and most profitable of his life. So let
his closing words repeat the message cabled to
their jubilee, ‘‘Prosit Neuphilologen!”
