BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Report of meeting held on the 5th January, 1910, am.

Present: His Worship the Mayor, Messrs Lachapelle,
Wanklyn, Ainey, Dupuis.

1.—The Consulting Engineer, Mr. Georges Janin, ap-
peared before the Board and submitted the following
draft of rules and regulations for the government of the
Department of the Chief Engineer,

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT.
Office of the Chief Engineer.

Al public works ordered by the Board of Commis-
sioners shall be under the control of the Chief Engineer.

The Department of Public Works shall be divided into
five different services, namely:—

1. Street Service, Mr. J. R, Barlow, City Surveyor.

9. Sewer Service, Mr. S. Howard, Superintending En-
gineer.

3. Water Service, Mr, T. W. Lesage,
Engineer.

4. Building Service, Mr. A. Chaussé, Building Inspec-
tor.

5. Street Cleaning and Incineration Service.

All orders for works and requests for information that
may be needed by the Commissioners shall be transmit-
ted directly to the Chief Engineer, who shall give the
necessary instructions to the Chiefs of the different ser-
vices, and receive reports from the aforesaid chiefs, and
ransmit the same, with his approval and remarks, to the
voard of Commissioners.

On every 1st and 3rd Friday of each month, at 2.30 p.
m., the chiefs of the different services shall meet under
he chairmanship of the Chief Engineer. At these meet-

Superintending

_‘ngs.the chiefs of services shail submit their reports on

the works or modifications in the administrative organ-
‘zation which they may deem neeessary. These reports
<hall be explained and discussed, in order that the Chief
Tngineer may, if he deems it proper, give instructions
o the different chiefs of services, to prepare plans and
snecifications, which shall be submitted to the Board of
~ommissioners, together with his report.

Independently of the suggestions made by the chiefs
of services, the Chief Engineer shall also give instruc-
