The Institute, conflning its activities to the international sphere,
its principal objects:-

() 'iThe promrotion of the knowledge of the science and practice of re
tion, and also the development and popularization of scientifie or tE
studies, and researchies conducted in this sphere;

(2) The promotion of the study of improved solutions of question
ing with the preservation, transport and distribution of perishable comm

(3) The circulation of information, stating the source of the infoi
puiblished, respecting the würld situation of refrigerated commoditie,
the three points of view of production, circulation and consuimption;

(4) The co-ordination, with a view to publication 'of ail scientiffi
nîcal and economnic information and documients relating to the producti
utilhzation of refrigeration;

(5) The collection, in order to study them, of the laws, regulatio
information of every kind concerning the refrigeration inclustry, and ti
mission, if necessary, for the approval of the Governments of measurei
ing to the improvemient and unification of the regulations respecti:
international circulation of produets susce.ptible of bencfitting frX
application of refrigeration;

(6) To organize intern~ational congresses of refrigeration;
(7) To keep in constant touch withi the scientiflo and professlonal

interested, with a view to ensure the carrying out of its schemne of activitie
Ail questions which coneern the economîc interests, the legislation 8

administration of a particular State, are excluded fromn the scope of the
national Instituite of Refrigeration.

ARTICLE 4

The International Institute of Refrigeration is placed under the al
and corntrol of a geinerai Conference çpmprising representatives nomiW#'
the inembers of the Institute. Memibers which do> not wisJh to n<ominat
representatives may arrange with the International Institute of Wefrg
for a competent group whichi shiail represent thieir countries instead
in~ their place.

The number of representatives of eaeh &tate in the general GofeP
that fixed by Article 9 of the present Convention, whieh setties the 8
the members in the expenses of the Institute. Members of theC11
who are unable to attend a meeting have the righit to give their ox
of thieir colleaguesq in the Conference.

The general (Jonference will mecet at least every four years. Itis
la elected by majority vote for a term of five years corresponding tO
the five year periods provkled for iu Article 10.
