GENERAL ELECTION RESULTS: The Liberal Gov- '

ernment of Prime Minister Louis'S, St." Laurent
was returned to office in the general election
of June 27, in what the Canadian Press - report
the following morning described as ™an un~
precedented Atlantic-to-Pacific election sweeb
which all but eliminated the C.C.F. as'a
national party and shattered a Progressive
Conservative bid for power." '

standing, by provinces, on the voting together

The margin of leeral victory exceeded the
most optimistic forecastsof any ofits leaders-
and supporters. Pro«Ln.beral sentiment was not
confined to any one province or region. From
earliest Newfoundland returns until the time
differences across the country finally yielded
the Pacific Coast returns, it was the same
story: an overwhelming swing to Government
candidates.

Newfoundland and the other Maritime Prov-
inces reported Liberal victories -in about the .
proportion forecast for this region, but
earliest Quebec retums, quickly following,
heralded the ultimate, surprising Quebec
