The cheap weapons kill someone every 20 minutes somewhere in the world and have put huge
swathes of farmland out of commission in Cambodia, Angola, Mozambique, Bosnia and many other
countries.

There are an estimated 110 million land mines in 69 countries — the sinister legacy of dozens of
armed conflicts that kill and maim civilians decades after wars end.
