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and report upon the problems of consumer credit, more particularly but not
so as to restrict the generality of the foregoing to enquire into and report upon
the operation of Canadian legislation in relation thereto;

That twenty-four members of the House of Commons to be designated bythe House at a later date, be members of the joint committee, and that Stand-
ing Order 67(1) of the House of Commons be suspended in relation thereto;

That the said committee have power to call for persons, papers and recordsand examine witnesses; to sit while the House is sitting, and to report fromtime to time and to print such papers and evidence from day to day as maybe deemed advisable, and that Standing Order 66 be suspended in relation
thereto; and to engage the services of counsel, accountants and such otherclerical and technical personnel as may be deemed necessary, that the Minutes
of Proceedings of and evidence given before the joint committee during theTwenty-Sixth Parliament be referred to the said committee and be madepart of the records thereof; and that a message be sent to the Senate request-ing that House to unite with this House for the above purpose, and to select,if the Senate deems it advisable, some of its Members to act on the proposedjoint committee.

And debate arising thereon, by unanimous consent, the said motion was
amended to read as follows:

That a joint conimittee of the Senate and House of Commons be appointed
to enquire into and report upon the problems of consumer credit, more par-ticularly but not so as to restrict the generality of the foregoing to enquire
into and report upon the operation of Canadian legislation in relation thereto;

That twenty-four members of the House of Commons to be designated bythe House at a later date, be members of the joint committee, and that Stand-
ing Order 67(1) of the House of Commons be suspended in relation thereto;

That the said committee have power to call for persons, papers and records
and examine witnesses; to report from time to time and to print such papers
and evidence from day to day as may be deemed advisable, and that Standing
Order 66 be suspended in relation thereto; and to engage the services ofcounsel, accountants and such other clerical and technical personnel as maybe deemed necessary, that the Minutes of Proceedings of and evidence givenbefore the joint committee during the Twenty-Sixth Parliament be referred
to the said committec and be made part of the records thereof; and that amessage be sent to the Senate requesting that House to unite with this Housefor the above purpose, and to select, if the Senate deems it advisable, some ofits Members to act on the proposed joint committee.

And the question being put on the said motion, as amended, it was agreedto.

Mr. Mcllraith, seconded by Mr. Hellyer, moved,-That a joint committee
of the Senate and House of Commons be appointed respecting the Parliamentary
Restaurant:

That twenty-five members of the House of Commons, to be designated at
a later date, act on behalf of this House as members of the said committee
