Mr, Redford—Inquiry if the Government
will make arrangements with the Montreal
Bank for the exportation of American silver,
and what amount has already been sent out
of the country.

Hon. Mr. Howland on Tuesday next will
propose that raw tobacco shall be entered for
consumption. Second, that the importer of
raw tobacco, or any party to whom tobacco
grown in Canada is delivered, not being a
licensed tobacco manufacturer, shall give
bonds that such tobacco shall be exported or
delivered to a licensed manufactory under
penalty of 15 cents per pound. Third, all
tobacco with respect to which the require-
ments of law are not complied with will be
forfeited.
