are demagogues, that we play the poor
against the rich, that we try to use the poor
in an effort to spread our philosophy, etc.,
etc.

Mr. Speaker, the hon. member for Trois-
Riviéres when he was mayor of his city was
chairing one of our conventions as honorary
president, in Trois-Riviéres, at the “Flam-
beau”. The “Flambeau” was not the mayor of
Trois-Riviéeres—

Mr. Mongrain: Mr. Speaker, would the hon.
member permit a question.

Mr. Cacuette: Yes.

Mr. Mongrain: Would the hon. member tell
me in what year he was a Liberal candidate?

Mr. Caouette: Certainly; I said it a while
ago; in 1956, exactly when the hon. member
for Trois-Riviéres was wearing a white beret.
At that time, I was a Liberal member. The
hon. member will recall that. Our common
leader was Georges Emile Lapalme. He surely
will remember that as well.

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Mr. Caouette: Mr. Speaker, the hon. mem-
ber for Trois-Riviéres is the one who spends
his time saying monstrosities. A while ago,
two Liberal members came to me behind the
curtain and said: Mongrain is a bore. Two
Liberal members told me: He gets up when it
is not time to do so, and when we do not
want him to, he gets up to speak anyway.
The member for Trois-Riviéres is not a seri-
ous man, and he is not taken seriously in his
riding either.
