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way affecting personal relationships. We all feel that the
House has suffered a very real loss. As the Acting Prime
Minister has said, he was a man of real independence of
spirit. He sat in the House as an independent member for
some time.

I wish to join with the Acting Prime Minister in
expressing our regrets, our sorrow and our sympathy to
the members of his family.

Mr. T. C. Douglas (Nanaimo-Cowichan-The Islands):
Mr. Speaker, I am sure that all members were both
astonished and appalled to learn of the passing of Mr.
Mongrain, the hon. member for Trois-Riviéres, during the
Christmas-New Years recess.

Mr. Mongrain was a friendly man who I think had the
respect of members in all parts of the House. He was one
of those rare politicians who are comparatively free of
bitter partisanship. Every year he brought a delegation
from his constituency to visit Parliament Hill and invited
members of other parties to come and meet them. He was
popular not only in the House but in his own constituen-
cy as indicated by the fact that he was twice mayor of
Trois-Riviéres and for one term was president of the
conference of Canadian mayors.

His death is a serious loss to this chamber and to the
party with which he was associated. The members of the
New Democratic Party wish, through you, Sir, to express
to Madame Mongrain and her children and to the people
of Trois-Riviéres our deep regret at the great loss which
they and we have suffered.
