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course that any University President sought advice 
informally. But those who were consulted informally 
had no reason, as things were, to take a long and 
reasoned view of such matters. A Standing Committee 
migh t. )

The unwieldiness of Corporation was 
commented upon. It was also pointed out that a 
committee of deans, or any merely representative com- 
mittee would take an average view, and never show any 
initiative in action, or resolution in rejection.

It was agreed, finally, not to make any 
definite formal suggestion to the Principal, but to 
apprise him of the present discussion. Professor 
Stanley said he would make a memo of it, circulate 
it to the Deans for their approval , and then show it 
to the Principal on his return.
