2.—The director of the Ex- 
p*lmental Farm has very encouraging 
new» from the superintendents of the 
blanch Experimental Farms In Manitoba 
and the Northwest Territories, where, not­
withstanding the/ unfavorable weather 
during harvest, the grain botl) In quantity 
and quality la turning apt remarkably 
well.

Under date of Sept. 26, Mr. Angus Mc­
Kay. superintendent of the farm at Indian 
Head, says; "From all parts of this dis­
trict wheat Is turning out even better 
than expected, both In yield and quality. 
The lowest yet reported 1» 28 bushels per 
acre on stubble land, while many have 
over 80 bushels with same sort of farming. 
The crops on summer fallowed land are 
going from 80 to 45 bushels, so that 
taking the whole district there will be 
an average of from 30 to 35 bushels per 
acre.’’

Mr. Si A. Bedford, superintendent of the 
Brandon farm, writes In a similar en­
couraging strain, stating that the wheat 
crop In the Brandon district la proving a 
much better one than was anticipated.

Paul & Pacific Road, which was 
then bankrupt anil In the hands of foreign 
holders. The fljfht for the possession or 
the road lasted five years. The result was 
the formation of the Bt. Paul, Minneapolis 
& Manitoba Railroad Company, then own­
ing about 700 miles of road, Including valu­
able terminals In St. Paul and Minneapolis, 
and a land grant of 8,000,000 acre» in Min­
nesota.

How the Great Northern Grew.
Originally the Northern Pacific owned a 

large majority of the stock of this com­
pany, but being thoroughly Infatuated with 
a magnificent transcontinental proposition, 
and taking no Interest in local business, 
they surrendered this stock to Hill and hla

Mr. Ste­
phen was elected president of the company 
and Hill became vice-president.

The road was completed from the Bed 
River to Pnget Bound, and In 1883 HIM 

elected president of the company. Tbe 
Great Northern thus came Into existence 
with Hill as tbe guiding star of Its dbstlny. 
He has since managed tbe property Indi­
vidually from headquarters In St. Paul, and 
has gradually extended the lines through 
districts well selected for local business 
until It reaches through the trade centres 
of Minnesota, Dakota, Montana, Idaho and 
Washington to the Pacific Coast.

The Baltimore * Ohio Deal.
When the Baltimore & Ohio went Into 

the hands of receivers, Hill began to think 
about the possibilities of the system. When 
the time to strike for the control of the 
securities was ready he came to Chicago 
to see his old friend, Norman B. Ream, 
who bad been one of the organizers of the 
Great Northern. Ream Interested Armour 
and the three, with the receivers of the 
road, held a conference at the Auditorium 
Hotel. A plan of reorganization was thor­
oughly gone over, the possibilities of the 
road disc 
scriptlon 
road out of the courts.

Now the Idea Is to combine the Baltimore 
Sc Ohio system with tbe Great Northern, 
and thus secure a transcontinental line, 
which, like the Canadian Pacific, will be 
under a single management.

Mr. Hill lives In a splendid mansion In 
St. Paul, Is a much respected, public spirit­
ed citizen and gives much to charitable 
and educational enterprises. Estimate» as 
to his wealth vary from $15,000,000 to $40,- 
000,000.
