zCONCESSION TO CARRIAGE MAKERS. IFii
\ fOttawa, June 7.—(Special.)—The wool­

en men, are pleased with the budget 
speech, but they are not noticeably op­
timistic. They say that 30 per cent, is 
a niggardly measure of protection, es­
pecially In view of the fact that, under 
the preferential tariff of 23 1-3 per cent., 
British woolen manufacturers hlEve es­
tablished themselves firmly in Canada, 
and do not propose to be driven out.

There Is only one opinion In regard 
to the cut In the coal oil duties and thy 
admission of crude petroleum free of 
duty. The effect of this interference 
with the oil duties will, In all proba- 
blllty, wipe out the oil business In Can­
ada and make the Standard Oil Com- . 
pany absolute master of the situation. 
The granting of 1 1-2 cents a gallon 
bounty on crude petroleum Is regarded 
as poor compensation for the opeping 
of the Canadian market to United 
States oil on such favorable terms.

Wliat Caused It.
The revision of the oil duties is prim­

arily due to the Influence of Hon. C. 
Sifton, and Incidentally to Lambton's 
glaring Indiscretion in electing an op­
ponent of the government in the by- 
election last winter. Lambton's one 
grief Is the Joy of the Standard Oil 
Company, to whom the field Is now defi­
nitely and finally ceded.

The carriage manufacturers are in 
luck. There were on the government 
side of the house, members who felt 
that this Industry had no special rea­
son for complaint. It was, in fact, gen­
erally admitted, until within the past 
three or four days, that the carriage 
manufacturers would receive no con­
cession.

What the tariff revision means politi­
cally Is a great deal clearer than what 
it means to the Industries it affects. 
THE BUDGET SPEECH INDICATED
the imminence of the gener­
al ELCTIONB. Mr. Fielding spoke 
very guardedly, as he always does, but 
some of his statements were significant 
—that while the national debt has 
grown steadily since 1896. and only last 
year was some six millions In excess 
of the figures for 1896, the debt this 
year is to be a million dollars less than 
when the Liberals assumed power. It 

Is significant that a tariff commission 
Is to be appointed, thus giving encour­
agement to the manufacturers who de­
mand further- protection, and at the' 
same time giving the free trade element 
of the party no reason to suppose that 
the duties will be Increased.

Curbs Dlsoenteuts.
It Is significant, also, that while the 

government did not go far In the way 
of tariff revision, It went far enough to 
curb the discontent of some of the most 
violent complainants. It reconciles pro­
minent Liberals engaged in the woolen 
Industry and In the manufacture of 
carriages. It creates peace where there 
was the gravest danger of rebellion. IT 
ENLISTS IN ITS- 
POWER OF THE STANDARD OIL 
COMPANY, AND GIVES HON CLIF­
FORD SIFTON A CRY FOR THE 
FARMERS OF MANITOBA AND THE 
NORTHWEST.

Some surprise is shown In quarters 
friendly to the Dominion Iron and Steel 
Company that It secures no concession. 
The company, It was thought, had 
made out a case, and had - been given 
satisfactory assurances. It now 
pears that* the government, having 
preached the doctrine of bounties a 
year ago, did not care to make a sud­
den confession of its folly by Increas­
ing the duty.

I 98 1Ottawa, June 7.—(Staff Special.)—A 
measure of relief to the woollen In­

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That Special Duty.

To protect the Canadian market 
' against “dumped” goods it has been 

decided to impose a special duty*equal 
to the difference between the price 
charged in, say the United States and 
the price charged in Canada. In. the 
case of Iron this special duty is not 
to exceed 15 per cent., and In case of 
all other goods shall not exceed 50 per 
cent.

By this special duty the government 
proposes to deprive United States 
manufacturers of the Joy of making a 
slaughter market of this country. It 
Is an expedient which the government 
has employed in preference- to advanc­
ing the tariff all along the line. How 
It will work in actual operation is a 
matter of doubt. Its main purpose is 
to work on the stump where tt-will be 
used as the answer to every charge 
that the government has not protect­
ed Canadian industries against un­
fair competition in the United States.

It was noticeable that Mr. Fielding 
handled the question of protection 
very gingerly. As one Conservative 
member put it. the “minister of finance 
used the tongs in dealing»with high 
tariff-" He threw it down mildly l.y 
pointlng out that the first signs of 
serious industrial depression occurred 
In the United States, the most highly 
protected country In the world. From 
this he drew the somewhat indefinite 
conclusion that protection is not a 
sure safeguard against adversity. Mr. 
Fielding’s speech was on the whole 
free from any strong expression of 
opinion either in regard to the evil of 
protection or the glories of free trade. 
The fact seems to be tlyt the gov­
ernment is still guessing for light on 
the tariff question, and has no inten­
tion o$ getting the light until it hag 
gone thru another general election.

Not a Principle.
Mr. Bell of Pictou in dealing with 

Mr. Fielding's argument emphasized 
the fact that the government had no 
principle to declare on the tariff ques­
tion. He did his best to draw the fire 
of the ministerial benches in this îe- 
spect, but it is not likely that he will 
be accommodated.

The government will suspend any 
declaration of fixed principle on the 
tariff question until the tariff com­
mission reports. And that will be 
some time after the government has 
risked a battle at the polls. It is an 
expression of personal opinion Mr. 
Fielding advocated—a maximum, mini­
mum and preferential tariff. The 
maximum tariff would apply to coun­
tries like the United States with hos­
tile tariffs, the minimum tariff to 
countries with friendly tariffs and the 
preferential tariff for Great Britain 
and such colonies as care to come In 
under its provisions.

Mr. Fielding spoke with his usual 
energy^ and clearness, and closed out 
his budget speech in exactly two hours 
and ten minutes. He had perfect con­
trol of himself thruout, and he exe­
cuted the task of turning delicate 
corners with conspicuous tact and 
ability.

Mr. Bell reviewed the budget speech 
at considerable length. He brought 
out.a number of facts highly damag­
ing to the government's contention that 
it is responsible for all of Canada's 
prosperity and none of its ills.

THE BUDGET SPEECH.rods

Th# leading fexture of the financial statement it the announcement 
that the preferential tariff is to be abandoned, or at least entirely re cast. 
The objection made to the present system is that it is not sufficiently 
elastic, and that it prevents the government from dealing with special 
casos. For instance, the preference brought tho duty on tweeds, over­
coatings and certain other manufactures of wool down to 23J per cent., 
that is, two-thirds of 35 per cent. This minimum tariff will be increased 
at present to 30 per cent. In the case of tab eware, china, etc., the 
preference will be increased and the minimum duty lowered from 
20 to 15 per cent.

These and other changes are apparently only temporary expedients. 
The plan of the government, to be worked out by a commission, is to 
have three tariffs : a maximum for countries whose tariffs are extremely 
high ; a medium or ordinary tariff for low tariff countries ; and the 
preferential tariff for Great Britain and htr colonies. The oil question 
will be settled for the present by reducing the duty on refined oil to 21 
cents a gallon and giving a bounty of 1£ cents to producers of crude oil. 
A special duty will be imposed on “ dumped ” goods.

The tiriff bears all the evidences of a careful study of public opinion, 
and especially of a desire to placate the woollen manufacturers, and to 
get the oil question out of the way. The commission, when appointed 
by the government, will give us three tariffs instead of two—one for 
enemies,”one for neutrals and one for friends ef Canada. We judge 
from Mr. Fielding’s remarks that the idea of a percentage preference 
will be abandoned and the tariff arranged to meet the circumstances of 
each particular case.
