Defines "Tips."
To this the court replies: "There is 

no difficulty in discriminating between 
the utilization of "tips" and the bodily 
appropriation of another's labor in ac­
cumulating and stating information. The 
word 'tips' signifies a bare intimation 
that something has happened."

The defendant called this appropria­
tion, arguing that all the plaintiff ever 
had was facts, that all the defendant 
took was facts, that there could be no 
property in facts, and if there were it 
would be lost the instant any member 
of the Associated Press published the 
facts by showing a bulletin or distribut­
ing an edition.

These arguments were rejected bv the 
court. which sustained the claims of the 
plaintiff that it dealt in news not facts 
alone, and that in news there is prop­
erty right not exhausted bv the act of 
a single member of the Associated Press.
