concerned. For months the “Cut-rate 
liquor stores” whose stocks consisted 
of the surplus left over by other 
provinces, when they went dry have 
been urging the people of Quebec to 
remember that “It may be four years 
and it may be for ever." but it would 
appear as if only yesterday was full 
significance of the warning appreciated. 
From early morning the liquor stores 
were thronged and mobbed. Street 
cars brought an unusually and signifi­
cantly large number of apparent, travel­
lers Laden with suit cases and grips, 

much so that a local humorist de­
clared the city had suecuni/bed to an­
other epidemic of grip, not Spanish 
grip this Urne (but Scotch grip. Owing 
to the carter's strike deliveries have, 
been almost impossible for a fortnight. 
As a result private automobiles and 
rigs of all kinds were pressed Into 
service and were to be seen speedi/g 
suburban-wards with i; rge cargoes. 
Comparatively little liquor was sold hv 
the glass yesterday, as the public were 
too seriously concerned in getting a 
supply for the future.

CO-OPERATION IMPOSSIBLE

Decided Increase Is Made On 
Inheritance Taxes.

GREATER BEER OUTPUT

Total of 20,000,000 Barrels 
Per Year Can Now Be 

Manufactured.

London. April 30.—The features of 
the Government's budget, which was 
discussed in the House of Commons by 
Austen Chambenain. chancellor of the 
exchequer, which are exciting most dis­
cussion here, are the continuance of the 
policy of heavily taxing wealth without 
an increase of taxes for people of mod­
erate means and the launching of the 
scheme of preference for imports from 
the dominions and colonies. The taxa­
tion on wealth and business is illus­
trated by the increase on inheritance 
taxes, beginning with five per cent on 
£15.000 estates, so th.At they pay ten in­
stead of five per cent, as at present, 
xÿhile an estate of £1,000,000 pays thirty 
instead of twenty per cent.

Beer Output Increased.
Business is taxed by the retention of 

an excess profits tax of forty per cent, 
which is half the existing rate, but 
which brings complaint from business­
men, who argue that it discourages en­
terprise. The policy of imperial prefer­
ence on imports begins, after years of 
discussion with the colonics, without 
any arrangement for reciprocal favors 
done by the colonies for British pro­
ducts. This is the first wedge for the 
iIntroduction of the protective system, 
because preference for the colonies 
means a tariff on goods from other 
countries. Free trade sentiment, how­
ever. is far from dead, and the old-line 
free traders promise a strong fight. The 
popular demand for more and better beer 
1s granted, with the allowance increased 
hy an output of fifty per cent, which, 
with a twenty-five per cent increase 
sanctioned in January, means seventy- 
five per cent more than in 1918. This 
means a total of 20.000,000 barrels per 
year, which many consider to be faver­
tible to the profiteers.

GERMAN RIGHTS AT KIAO CHAU 
ARE TRANSFERRED TO JAPAN
Shantung Province Is To Be Handed Back To China by-

DINING-ROOM IN 
VERSAILLES HOTEL 
READY FOR DELEGATES

Versailles, April 30.—The spacious 
dining-room of the Hotel Trianon 
today received its pea-ce congress in­
stallation-—three long tables in horse­
shoe form, covered with the traditional 
green cloth of diplomacy. The instal­
lation is imposing in the size of each 
of the side tables, which extend some 
forty or fifty feet through the room. 
At the head of the apartment Is a 
table about 35 feet long at which the 
representatives of the great powers I 
will be seated, with President Pomcare 
or Premier Clemenceau in the centre. 
Inside the horseshoe is another table 
covered with red plush and in the 
space between one side of the horse­
shoe amd the window is a similar 
table. In the window opening are a 
number of square tables for the 
secretaries,

This is a scene for the handing over 
of the terms of peace. The exact date 
of the ceremony has not been an­
nounced.

THOUSANDS BE WORKERS IN 
CANADA AND EUROPE OUT ON 

STRIKE TODAY TO ENFORCE 
DEMANDS ON EMPLOYERS

Ottawa in the Grip of Biggest Strike the Capital City Has
Ever Known—Men in the Winnipeg Building Trades 

Decide On Walkout by Overwhelming Vote.
•

Tororto, May 1.—Labor's traditional strike day finds many 
Canadian cities suffering more or less from industrial disturb­
ances. In Montreal, while no important strikes have been report­
ed, police are preparing for trouble this afternoon between re­
turned soldiers and Socialists, if the latter persist in carrying re­
volutionary banners or red flags. Toronto has 6,000 metal trades 
workers and 600 painters on strike, with no prospect at present 
of settlement,. A big labor demonstration, with somewhat Social­
istic tendencies in Queen’s Park, was dampened hy heavy show­
ers, but another meeting has been called for the Arena tonight.

In Ottawa and Winnipeg building operations are almost 
completely tied up by strikes, although more serious difficulties 
with civic and public service employees in Winnipeg seem to have 
been tided over.

In addition there are mi îor strikes of various workers in 
other cities, but the prospects for settlement of many of them 
within a few days appear bright.

OTTAWA BUILDING TRADES ARE
EXPERIENCING GENERAL STRIKE

U. S. AUTHORITIES 
TRYING TO DISCOVER 

SOURCE OF BOMBS
New York, May 1.—With the discov­

ery and frustration of a nation-wide 
bomb conspiracy here yesterday against 
the lives of many prominent men, every 
agency of the Federal and municpal 
government was at work today, not only 
in an attempt to trace the authors of 
the terrorist plot, but to guard agairtst 
the “reds’” boast, of a country-wide 
surprise ou May Day.

While 30 bombs have been delivered 
or Intercepted in various cities—nil ap­
parently mailed from New York in iden­
tical parcels-post packages—Postmaster 
Patten said: “The likelihood that other 
infernal machines will be brought to 
light in the next 24 hours does not com­
fort me. This is absolutely appalling.”

If any bombs other than the sixteen 
were mailed here they have passed out 
of the Jurisdiction of the metropolitan 
districts postoffice. Postmaster Patten 
said this morning that inquiry at all 
the postoffices in the city had failed to 
disclose any other package.

Paris, April 30.—All German rights 
at Kiao Chau and in Shantung Pro­
vince are to be transferred without re­
serve to Japan, according to an agree­
ment readied today by the council of 
three. Japan voluntarily engages to 
hand back Shantung Province in full 
sovereignty to China, retaining only 
the economic privileges granted Ger­
many and the right to establish a set­
tlement at Tsing Tao, south of Kiao- 
Chau. Confidence is felt that the 
league of nations, which will have con­
trol over the future relations between 
Japan and China, and which will guar- 

! antee the future territorial integrity 
' and independence of China, will be 
! sufficiently strong to safeguard Chi- 
| nese interests and insure the return of

all China’s rights in the Shantung 
Province. Premiers Lloyd George and 
Clemenceau and President Wilson are 
all especially eager for the withdrawal 
of Allied troops from all enemy col­
onies, and are confident that the 
league of nations can speedily solve 
pending disputes when military pres­
sure is eliminated.

CHINA OBJECTS.
Peking. April 30.—Botli houses of the 

Chinese Parliament passed a resolu­
tion today protesting, through the for­
eign office to the delegates of the five 
great powers at Paris against the 
transfer of the control of Kiao-Chau 
to Japan. Both houses request that 
Kiao-Chau he restored direc t to China 
without conditions.

GERMAN DELEGATES' 
CREDENTIALS BEING 
CLOSELY EXAMINED

New York. May 1.—The Associated 
Press this «morning issued the follow­
ing: Possible delay in the handing of 
peace terms to the German delegates 
at Versailles is indicated in late ad­
vices from the Paris conference. The 
function may have to go over to next 
week, while questions as to the .powers 
of the enemy’s representatives and 
their qualifications as spokesmen fqr 
Bavaria are being looked into.

Today was set for the handing over 
by the Germans of their credentials to 
a commission for examination.

The Ohjnese-Japanese dispute over 
ICiao-Chau and the adjoining Shantung 
province territory, has been settled by 
the council of three of the peace con­
ference. Announcement is made that 
the former German holdings are to he 
given without reserve to Japan which 
would engage to hand the Shantung 
peninsula back to China, with rela­
tions between China and Japan and 
the future integrity of China to be 
under the control of the league of 
nations. All German rights in Shan­
tung are to he held by Japan. The 
Kiao-Chau railway will be guarded by 
special police forces composed of 
Chinese, which will be trained bv 
Japanese officers selected by directors 
of the railroad.

Ottawa, May 1.—Ottawa people awakened today to find the 
city in the grip of the biggest strike known for many years. 
Three thousand men employed in the building trades laid down 
their tools tonight, and will not take them up again until the 
difficulties existing between them and the members of the Cana­
dian Builders and Contractors’ Association are settled. A last 
abortive attempt to effect a reconciliation was made yesterday 
when representatives of the union and the association met in a 
conference. Contractors finally retired saying that they could not 
accede to the demands of the men, and the men refused to submit 
their case to arbitration.

WINNIPEG EXPERIENCES STRIKE
IN ALL THE BUILDING TRADES

Winnipeg, May 1.—By a practically 
unanimous vote, the men employed in 
building trades decided last night to go 
on strike today. The offer o-- the em­
ployers was rejected after a «ecret bal­
lot by 1,199 to 71. This would give an 
advance to come trades of ten cents an 
hour and to some five cents.

The men by their vote, reaffirmed the

demand made by their representatives 
of a. / lierai increase of twenty cents an 
hour. The strike affects the following 
classes of employees: Bricklayers, car­
penters, painters, hoisting engineers, 
sheet metal workers, structural iron 
workers, plumbers, steamfitters, elec­
tricians, plasterers, laborers and asbes­
tos workers.

Paris, May 1.—Paris presents a 
mournful and gloomy aspect this morn­
ing, there being no carriages, auto­
buses or taxicabs on the streets owing 
to the one-day strikes. No newspaper 
appeared. The metropolitan railway 
was shut down this morning in conform­
ity with the decision to cut off electri­
city for two hours beginning at 7 o'clock.

The most conspicuous feature of the 
government’s measures against possible 
trouble was the occupation of the Place 
de la Concorde by cavalry, to insure 
the enforcement of the order against 
street demonstrations.

The cessation of work for the day, 
in accordance with the plan for the 
24-hour shut-down, was virtually com­
plete. Not a wheel was turning in any 
of the transportation systems, the sub­
ways and tramways ceasing to operate 
and taxicabs and buses keeping off 
the streets. Restaurants and cafes 
were closed, and guests in hotels had to 
go hungry if they had not supplied 
themselves with food beforehand, as 
no meals were being served in any of 
the capital’s hundreds of eating places. 
Even the drug stores closed their doors.

There was no solace for the city’s 
population in the way of amusements, 
such as theatres, music halls and ocher 
resorts, for these were closed tight for 
the day. No newspapers were publish­
ed, and senders of letters or telegrams 
found their facilities hampered by stop­
pages in the postal and wire services 
throughout the day.

Industry on all sides was In a state 
of complete inactivity, work being sus­
pended by artisans in the building and 
other trades, tho miners and ship- 

; workers—every class of labor, in fact 
| —taking the day off.

1,200 SHIPBUILDERS 
AT HALIFAX STRIKE 
FOR HIGHER WAGES

Halifax, May 1.—Approximately 1.200 
men employed in the shipbuilding 
trades in Halifax struck this morning, 
the sheet metal workers alone remain­
ing at work. A general wage increase 
approximating lSy2 per cent was con­
ceded the plumbers, pipe fitters, plas­
terers, painters and carpenters, in ad­
dition to the overtime and working day 
demands made by the men, hut the 
proposal was turned down, and con­
struction is practically at a standstill 
today.

1,000 EMPLOYEES OF 
WHEELING TRACTION 
COMPANIES STRIKE

Wheeling, W. Va., May 1.—One thous­
and employees of all traction companies 
in the Wheeling district went on strike 
last midnight, following refusal of their 
demand for a 33 per cent increase in 
wages. Thirty-five miles of street car 
lines and a power plant which supplies 
lighting service to 10,000 people in

Wheeling suburbs are tied up by the
