The word dwselfl imported this, it being denved
frem the Latin Cathedra, which inesns a Bishop's
Sent. (He would here remurk, 1n order that Fre-
dericton gentlemen might understend how the case
slosd, that it was quite necessary there should he
a Cathedral in the Diocese, and f means 1o huild
4 1w Fredericton could not be realized, it would
then be his duty to sscertain if it could be built in
some other part of the Provioce ; and wherever it
ovas built, there must the residence of the Bishop
be figed.)

'irst, then, considering the subject in a religious

int of view, it was pecessary there should he o

wilding set apart wherein daily prayers could be
offered up, in the manaer in which 1t is ordered in
4he Cathedrsl service.

The services
were congucted in Uathedrals in a peculiar man-
aer. It had been comsidered by the Licads of the
Chureh, that no form was eo well adapted (o bring
lis as by ® Chant ; this, however, was
net necessary in-every Parish Church, but it was
thought desirable to retain this peculiar form of
worship 1o at least one Church in esch Dincese ;
hence the necessity for a Cathedral wheie it could
be_performed. 3

iewing the proposed Cathedral in connexion
with other Churches, in this Province and Nova
Scotis, this would be on & wery different plan. In
the Cburches now 1n existence he believed it was
the universal practice for 10dividuals 1o erect pews,
or purchase them at auction, holding them s their
own property, into which others have no right to
eater. This, no doubit, was a ready way of rais-
ing money to liquidate sny debt there mizht be on
the building, but yet he thought it was very
wrong, aud 10 bis Cathedral he would never sanc.
tion it. (Appluuse.) He wished to have ihe
pews open Lo all, so that every masn, whether poor

Solicitor General propesed that a
subscription list be opened immediately, aud ook
this oc:nsion Lo express his gratificniion at the
waon manner in which his Lordship had been
welcomed 1o Fredericton, by psople of other reli-
gious persuasions, as well as by members of his
own Church ; hut slihough he would not refuse
subscriptions from Dissentets when voluntanly of-
fered, he thought it would be improper to solicit
them to subscribe. He considerea members of the
Church called vpon 1o exert themseives 10 ensure
the erection of a Caikedral, bui feared the mh:cng-
tious would he more or leds influenced by the sub-
scription—nol yet completed - towards the Bishop's
Fund, aud that many persons would not give as
much as they could wish lowards the preseut ob-

to solicit uters. but he shou!d have no hesita-
tion 1u soliciting members of the Church.

Mr. F. W. Hutheway wished a subscription list
to be opened imnediately, before the witndrawal
of any gentleman present; he wished to make a
demonsiration, and believed geutlemen were pre-
v how much they could give to0-
wards the oljec 1ew.

Hon, Mr. Chairman said he was prepared to
give a certain sum ot once, besides a certain sum
snuvally for five years ; and he would also remark
that if God blexsed his store, he would hereafter
increase the amount.

dral should he determined on.

Mr. . W. Hatheway opposed the motion. He
feared that if the subject of the site was hrosched,
a difierence of opinion might prevail, which would
serionsly aflect the subscriptions.

Subseription Lists
were then opened, and although the meeling was
©ol nuimerous, In few ‘inimutes, the handsome
sum of £3.100 was subscrilied.

By the pluns sulunitted 10 the meeting by His
Lordship, it appears that the main body of the
building will be 83 feet 1n length, the Chancel 50

total lengtn of 156 feet. The altiude of the Spire,
from the ground to the vane, will be 190 feet.

The following extract shews that, the conduct of
the people of the United States in regard to neigh-
bouring countries is not universally approved in

that country.

CALIFORNIA. :

“ Information in regard to this favored portion of
the globe is eagerly sought afier by our citizens,
as it is destined ere long to be annexed to the United
Stales. Thhe larze number of JAmericans alrendy
scttled and emigraling there give assurance of the
result.  The following information, gleaned from
recent sources, will be, we donbt not, acceptable.”
—[N. Orleauns Courier of Saturday.]

If any evidence were wanting to show the spirit
of aggression and national plunder which has seiz-
ed upon the minds of a portion of our people, the
foregoing paragraph from the Courier of last Satur-
day evening supplies it in abundance. The suc-
cess which has attended the Texas experiment has
emboldened the uperators, and now we hear them
openly proclaiming their intentions in regard to a
vast and fertile territory, to which they lLave no
shadow of claimn, and which is and has been for
years in quiet possession of' a neighboring friendly
Power. We ask the thinking portion of the Ame-
rican people to look at these things, and tell us
where this restless desire for the acquisition of ter-
ritory isto end ? It is now useless to inquire how
the annexation cf T'exas has been brought about :
the modus operandi is familiar to all. A few ad-
venturous spirits, weary of the restraints of civi-
lized society, and thirsting for the daring excite-
ment of a wild border life, emigrated a few years
since to Texas, then a province of Mexico., Their
report of a delightful climate and a fertile soil,
greatly exaggerated no doubt, soon induced others
to follow them. Finding themselves among a
strange people, of whose language they were ig:
norant, with habits, customs, and laws different
from their own, it is not remarkable that they soon
became dissatisfied with the Government whose
protection they had sought, and the lawe under
which they had voluntarily placed themselv
Their numbers had grown with their dissatisfac-
tion, until finally, from the governed they deter-
mined to become the governors. T'he standard of
rebellion, or revolution, if you please, was raised,
and the province of Texas, wrested from the parent
Government, became an independent State.

Here, then, Texas was pluced among the nationa
of the earth, and immediately afterwards came the
proposition for anneration to the United States.
How or why it failed when first urged, it is not cur
purpose now to inquire ; and equally unprofitable
would it be to investigate the causes which led to a
reviva! of the proposition under the anspices of his
late accidency, John Tyler. It .is sufficient to
know that the question of annexation was made an
issue hefore the people, and, backed by fraud and
chicanery, was successful. The measure may now
be considered consummnated, a few unimportant
details alone remaining to be settled. Pending the
question our readers all know that we opposed an-
nexation as heartily and zealously as any one, and
that of our own free will, before parties had array-
ed themselves for and against the measure, and be-
fore Mr. Clay took ground against it.

We then saw, or thought we saw, a spirit of ra-
pacity, a burning desire for the acquisition of new
territory, 'vholly at war as wel! with the character
of our institutions as with the peace and perman-
ence of our Government. We are not, we regret
to say, disappointed, \What we fear has come to
pnss ; and before the details of the annexation of
T'exas are settled, we see prominent and nfluen-
tial journals, such as the Nashville Union and New
Orleans Courier, calling out for the annexation of
California. * And how, pray, is this proposal to be
brougzht about ? ‘I'he country, one of the most
beautiful, salubrious, and fertile in the world, we
doubt not,is represented in glowing colors,and Ame-
rican citizens induced to emigrate thither. That
thousands upon thoueands will nccept this invita-
tion it requires noseer to tell ; the goving propen-
sities of our people are sufficiently known, and
wherever thereisa foot of available soil in any
other country than their own, there they are sure
to be found. Once let the tide of emigration flow
towards California, and the American population
will soon be sufliciently numerous to play the
Texas game. The standurd of revolt will be rais-
ed, the Governinent will be overthrown, the ery of
“ liberty” will be raised in this country, and thous-
ands of the young and adventurous witl fly to the
relief of their oppressed countrymen in California.
—Torn by civil wars and intestine coinmotions,
Mexico will be unable to reduce her refractory
province to obedience, and in a brief period of time
another * Lone Star Republic” will spring up on
the shores of the far oﬂP Pacific. A little while
longer the “ Republic of California” will be knock-
ing at our doors,and then we shall, we suppose,
have the absurd and ridiculous cry of the re-nn-
nexation of Califvrnia. It will all be right, of course:
it will be “extending the area of freedom,” and
there can be no possible objection to that. But,
‘Texas and California re-annexed, will the spirit of
robbery stop in its rapacious carecr? By no
means ; the appetite will grow with what it feeds
on; and we shall soon have marauding parties
wandering into Mexico, making settlements, re-
belling against the Government, and robbing
churclies, until the whole of that.country is re-nn-
nexed, and the star-spangled Banner floats from
the tuirets of the city of the Montezumas. But
will onr patriots, who clamour so loudly for “ex-
tending the area of freedom,” stop with Mexico ?
Will that little spot of territory be sufficient to fill
their rapacious maws ?  Will the “ grea of free-
dom” be sufficiently extended to suit their expan-
sive patriotism, will they not re-annex all of South
Amer.ca and the West India Islands, including
that very hasrren and insignificant Island cailed
Cuba ?  Seriously, we entreat men who trouble
themselves to think, to ponder upon these things ;
to ask themselves where all this is to end, and see
isnnion, anarchy, bloodshed, and confusion are
not to be what we are to receive in lieu of our pre-
sent great and glorious Union.—(N. Orleans
P'ropic, April 28.

: House of Commons, June 3rd.

Sir J. C. Iobhouse could not forbear taking part
in the debate, because the official station which he
had formerly held had made him specially ac-
quainted with the distinguished ability snd noble
disinterestedness in the canse of his country dis-
played on every occasion by Sir Henry Pottinger,
whose extraordinary services in Chinu deserved an
extraordinary reward.

Sir Robert Peel, fully concurring in all the
praise given to Sir Heiry Pottinger, said, it might
'be supposed from Mr. Hume's speech that the
Covernment had withheld from that gallant officer
some distinction which it was in its’ power to con-
fer. So far was this from Licing the case that the
Crown had already grunted him all the honorary
distinctions it cunld bestow. With regard to the
peneion prayed for, the Crown had no power to
grant it, owing toa resolution of the House pressed
|on it by Mr, Hune himself, which prohibited any
| erant for diplomatic services, unless the recipient
{ liud been engaged ten years in active service. It
was very dangerous, when well-erited claims
were daily made upon the Goyernment, that a pre-
cedent should be cstablished for such appeals to
the Crown ; and he thought, as a general rule, that
public serviccs were best rewarded by a continu-
ance of employment when the servants of the pub-
lic were in good health.
