The execution of Captain Fryatt is 
sidered to have been “obviously legal and 
right,” to a statement given to The As­
sociated Tress today bjr'ihe German ad-”~ 
miralty. The statement is to reply to 
criticism of -the-execution made by Sir 
Edward Grey.” It states that Captain 
Fryatt had a professional lawyer to de­
fend him, as the American embassy was 
informed when it made enquiries at the 
request of England.

The admiralty holds that England 
’claims for herself a special code of mor­
als and honor in sea warfare, which 
amounts to a reversal of all reason be­
cause it insists that merchantmen have 
the right to attack submarines without 
warning, while it, refuses to concede the 
same right to submarines. Germany to 
unwilling to submit to that code, which 
amounts to sacrificing the brave and her­
oic submarine crews to British pirates 
and franc-tireurs."

The statement adds:—“As a court 
martial on land protects the soldier of 
the army against murder by bush 
whackers by threatening the death pen­
alty, the same military law protects 
members of the sea forces from murder 
at sea. Germany will continue to the 
future to apply this military law to or­
der that submarine crews may not be­
come the prey of bush whackers at 
sea."
