Boston, Feb. 22—Rum Row of six 

vessels, one of these a steamer, and 
the others sailing craft, is lying about 
18 miles off Cape Ann with a coast 
guard cutter and a coast guard motor 
boat standing guard to prevent traffic 
with the shore, according to reports 
received at coast guard headquarters 
here from Captain Wheeler, of the 
coast guard cutter Tampa. The Tam­
pa has been keeping in touch with the 
rum fleet for several days, lost touch 
with them, and picked them up again 
off the cape.

1 hree vessels have been identified 
but names of the others could not be 
made owing to thick fog. The British 
steamer Newton City is the largest 
craft in the row. The British schooners 
Douglas B. Conrad and Marjorie Back- 
man also were identified. In a mes­
sage yesterday before losing touch with 
the fleet in a storm, Capt. Wheeler re­
ported that two French schooners were 
Included in the six.
