London, Jan. 14. — Despatches to the
morning newspapers from their corre-
spondents in India agree that the Prince
of Wales was in no wise menaced per-
sonally at the time of the disturbance
in connection with his arrival at Mad-
ras.
Doubt is even expressed that he saw
anything of the disturbance, although the
trouble occurred in the Triplicane quar-
ter, adjoining the government house to
which the prince rode along a three-mile
route, watched by crowds described as
friendly and even enthusiastic.

It was after ‘the prince’s arrival at the
government house, however, that what
seems to have been the worst part of the
outbreak happened. A mob from the
‘Triplicane, which is mainly in the Mo-
hammedan quarter, rushed the statue of
Xord Ripon, a former viceroy, and an

ornamental pagoda decorated with Brit-
fsh flags, portraits of the prince and
palms. All the decorations were seized,"
scattered and trampled in the dirt. The
greatest disorder prevailed.

Although the authorities made elabor-
ate preparations’ beforechand in the
bazaar area, which was patrolled by
troops and armored cars, it seems there
was only a single policeman at the
Ripon statue. He called for help and in-
fantry with a machine gun was rushed
to.the scene. No firing was reported,
although the soldiers were pelted with
stones. The prince apparently was
within the government house exchanging:
greetings with native chiefs when the
rioting ocenrred.

HOW 10 SAVE COAL

Timely Advicé on the Hand-
ling of the Furnace.

Don’t burn coal in an open grate, for
in such practice 75 per cent. or more
of the heat goes up the chimney.

It isp’t necessary to hiave every room
heated. Most people wowld be healthier
if they slept in cold bedraoms. Close off

spare rooms. ‘

Examine furnace and see that there
are no cracks at floor lime to permit air
leakage into the ash pit. Make sure that
all firing, ash pit and cleanout doors are
airtight when closed.

Endeavor to keep the -entire fuel space
of your range or furnace filled, heaping
the coal slightly in the centre. Steam or

Bt UL we thalully schrowledged | hot water boilers should be filled so that

the coal is level with the bottom of the
feed door opening. Don't let the fuel
bed burn déwn too low. Thin fires mean
waste. Break lumps to about egg size.
Frequent Feeding Wasteful.

Feed the fire and shake the grate at
reguar intervals. T!wo or three times
daily is generally sufficient unless the
plant is inadequate. for the service re-
quired. Frequent feeding and shaking
are uneconomical. [Shake down the ashes
before adding fresh, coal and stop shak-
ing the moment the first bright spot ap-
pears under the grate. In mild weather
let some ashes accamulate on top of the
grate; in severe weather have only a
very thin layer of ashes on it.

If, however, the fire has burned very
low and more heat is desired open dam-
per in the ashpit and add a small quan-
tity of coal. In this particular case do
not shake the grate until this fresh coal
is well ignited, then shake down the

WILL RULE OF THE
ROAD BE CHANGED?

All Maritime Province Legis-
latures to Consider Matter
This Winter—British Co-
lumbia Fell in Line Jan. 1.

(Sussex Record.)

The matter of changing the rule of
the road in New Brunswick is at the
present time being quite freely discus-
sed1 in the press by the public in gen-
eral.

The press is practically unanimous in
favor of the change and the public is
very much of the same opinion.

In the three Maritime Province local
legislatures the matter of “changing the
rule to the road” is to be taken up this
winter, and discussed, with the object
of bringing about the change, the same
to come into effect in all the provinces
at a date to be agreed upon.
Practically all the other provinces of
he Dominion have already fallen in line.

On the first of January at 6 o’clock
in the morning, British Columbia adopt-
ed the drive-to-the-right rule of the road
leaving the Maritime Provinces the only
section of Canada following the old world
plan of driving to the left. The change
if made, as it shodld be made in New
Brunswick, will be in the interest of
public safety. FEach succeeding season
brings a number of accidents, the direct
result of lack of knowledge or failure
to remember that the rule of the road
here is not the rule in the United States,
in Quebec, in Ontario. That we follow a
different rule made no difference until
the ever-widening use of the automobile
brought so many strangers on our roads
that the danger manace has become
very real and very serious. To reduce
to the limit the little danger which
might result from local failure to ob-
serve the new rule, the British Columbia
government has adopted anumber of
practical suggestions put forward by the
Vancouver Automobile Club. The gov-
ernment - will provide auto windshield
stickers in the form of an arrow, with
the words “Keep to the right.” Signs
with the same legend for the back mo-
tors were also provided and given every
traffic officer, with authority to place
these upon motors which lack them.
