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POWER DISTRIBUTION.
What Mr. C. C. Foss did to the Ross
report in regard to the amount of power

available at Musquash, and in regard to

the steam standby, Mr. Herbert Phillips
is doing to that portion of it which
deals with distribution. Both Mr. Foss
and Mr. Phillips take up the Ross date
and the conclusions based thereon, and
show how unwisee the city would be %o
base its action on the Ross report. That
document is thoroughly discredited. The
letter of Mr. Phillips which is published
today takes Mr. Ross on his own ground
and exposes the weakness of his case. Itis
worth while for the citizens to read the
Foss and Phillips letters very carefully,
and not to be deterred by their length,
since it requires eomsiderable space to
deal one after another with the points
in the Ross report. The layman who
might not be able to fully understand
the Ross report has its meaning made
very clear by the plain and simple
method of dealing with it which the
other engineers have adopted. The
citizens are especially concerned about

the question of distribution, and it is'

with this question the Phillips letter of
today deals, and with which the next let-
ter will alsa deal. Mr. Phillips patiently
takes up point after point and tufns
on the light, just as Mr. Foss did in re-
gard to the power available and the al-
leged need of a steam standby. Mr.
Phillips is making it clear that the Ross
estimate of the cost of a civic dis-
tribution plant is very wide of the mark,
just as it was in regard to Musquash
power and the steam standby. The
industrial future of St. John is at stake
in this matter, and that is of far more
importance than the interests of the
New Brunswick Power Company. A
small manufacturer informs the Times
that on enquiry he has learned that his
light and power bill is nearly five times
that of an Ontario competitor. Add the
freight rates to that, and what chance
has he in the central or western market?
If St. John is to prosper it must have
cheap light and power. The cheapness
can be got through the distribution
system, for the current is available at
12 as a guaranteed maximum, and it

Dr. Degkwits, assistant attending phy-
sician at the Munich University Child-
ren’s Hospital, - recently published his
observations on 172 children who were
given injections of the serum of measles
convalescents, writes the Berlin corfe-
spondent of the Jouraal of the American
Medical Association.
