PROBLEMS OF THE CITY

An inquiry has lately been in progress
in Dublin to learn the facts about hous-
ing conditions in that city. It-has been
shown that in. 1911 there were 21,133
single room tenements in the city, con-
taining 79,000 persons, oT a little over

one-fifth of the population. Of these,
however, 3,604 tenements were occupied
by only one person each, 5,310 by two
persons, and ‘8,893 by three persons.
Thus in 60 per cent of the 21,183
tenements not more than three persons
occupied one room. Sir Charles Cam-
eron, medical health officer, says that in
8,914 of the single room tenements there
is at least no ovet-crowding, and the
one room tenements are mot all in one
gection, but are gcattered all over the
city. When one of the counsel asked
the medical health officer if Dublin were
worse than other cities in this respect, he
replied:—

«T could contrast the slums of I.ondon
with those of Dublin very much to the
disadvantage of London. I could show
conditions which would not be allowed
in Dublin.” : ;

In replying to another question he said
that there were at least 5,000 families,
each living in one room, of whom he
would say it would be desirable to im-
prove their dwellings by giving them at
least two rooms. He suggested new
houses, some in the heart of the city, but
he would rather see them erected in the
outskirts. The city already provides large
numbers of corporation dwellings, and
Sir Charles said that he had lately ex-
amined the sanitary appliances in <250
of these and only two were not clean.
It is interesting to observe that, in spite
of the deplorable conditions revealed by
the figures quoted, the death rate in
Dublin has diminished from 387.5 per
thousand in 1879 to 21 per thousand, and
the death rate is now about the same as

_in English towns. The improvement
had been brought about by better at-
tention to sanitary work, the water sup-
ply and drainage. Bad housing, high
rents, and the low rate of wages, how-
ever, still keep the death rate higher
among the laboring classes.

Turning now to an English city, we|
find that. at a meeting of the Civic
ieague of Help in Salford, it was
stated that one-tenth of the people, or
25,000 in a total population of rather
less than 250,000, were on the verge of
destitution and were a grave social
danger. The infant mortality of the
borough was 128 per thousand. At five
years of age four per cent of the chil-
dren of the borough were suffering|
#rom tuberculosis. Four per cent of the |
children of twelve years of age were |
under-sized, and eight per cent were)
under nourished. ;

One of the speakers referred also to,
conditions in Liverpool. He said:—
“Only a short time ago in Liverpool 1|
investigated the circumstances of 150!
families chosen haphazard, and found|
that the average amount they had to
live upon was 1s. 01-2d. per person per
week.”
