New York, Jan. 1—Boxing, both pro-|
fessional and amateur, will round out!
with the passing of 1917, a year likely |
to go down in history as among the|
most interesting on record, especially in|
the professional ranks..

Leonard
makes friends with his deportment inj|
and out of .the ring, so that in addition |
to being the first New York ring cham-
pion developed in many years, the Har-!

! lem lad bids fair to be among the most

popular title wearers in the history, of
F!w sport. He is modest and unassu‘m—
ing and always willing to give a legiti-
mate contendor a chance at his laurels
under conditions that he finds agreeable.
One »of his biggest achievements since
winning ihe title was his three-round
kncekout victory over the featherweight
champion Johnny Kilbarie of Cleveland.
