Mexico, April 15—Mexican bandits who

at Mrs. R, A. Auld, a Canadian, on the
. Jes of her feet in order to make her
divulge the hiding place of her jewels on
Thursday night while she was a passemger
on a train near Silao, seemingly have cook-
ed: up a large measure of trouble for the
Madero government.

When the incident became known here
the foreign colony held an indignation
meeting and petitioned the British min-
ister to investigate and, if the facts are
found ag reported, to make vigorous repre-

* sentations to the Mexican government.
The minister has made no statément.

According to the story of ome of the
passengers, Mrs. Auld, who was accompan-
ied by her husband, hid her jewels and
refused to give them up. . The bandits
threw her on the floor, seized her feet and
beat a painful tattoo on the soles of her
feet. ,Whether or not this treatment re-
sulted in the delivery of the jewels is not
known. The woman, however, was high-
Iy indignant, deeply humiliated and pain-
fully injured.

The bandits stopped the train by remov-
ing a couple of rails and then fired imto
the coaches, wounding a number of pas-
sengers, reports say six, one of -whom, an
American named Kane, afterwards died.

{ The bandits, it is said, demanded a large
stm of money from Kane, and when he
deelared 'his inability to produce it, shot
him in the month. .

TRIBUTE TO KING EDWARD

. IN QUTLINE OF FRENCH

France for Peace and Progress,
But Must Keep up Armament
for Protection of Self

Cannes, April 15—France’s attitude 'in
regard to world politics was .outlined by
Premier Poincare in the course of ‘an elo-
quent tribute which he paid at the dedica-
tion of »the statue of 'King ‘Edward VIL,
which was unveiled here yesterday.  The
French premier lauded ‘King Edward as
the maker of the triple understanding of
Great Britain, France and Russia, saying
that he was a laborer for the world’s peace
and civilization and - for the progress of
humanity. 7 .

Speaking as to ‘the future, M. Poincare
declared that France would steadfastly ad-
here to the policy of peace which King
Edward had laid down in the understand-
ing of the three countries, He tontinned:
“France will neither attack mnor provoke,
but in order to be convinced that she her-
self will be neither attacked nor provok-
ed, she must have land and sea forces cap-
able of commanding respect for her honor
and insuring the defence of her interests.
It is by our own resources of men and
money and by our naval and military pow-
er that we will primarily safeguard our
rights and dignity.”

This sense of gecurity, he concluded,
would be fortified by the sympathy and
support of France's friends and allies.

REAL ESTATE MEN
MAY SEEK CHAMGE

A difficulty which has arisen in connec-
tion with the investment of outside money
in real estate in this city is the’require-
{ment that all companies incorporated out-
side of the province must pay a business
license before they can record the purchase
or sale of property. The tax amounts to
$50 for companies with capital of less
than $100,000 and $100 for' larger concerus.
While not a big matter for companies
which are doing business here it adds
a fairly heavy charge if their only business
is the investment in one or twe propérties
and it is a charge that would have to be
met every year. Apart from the amount
of money involved it has been objected to
as an indication of the treatment which
outside corporations might expect in. the
province and it is said that on this ac-
count several deals which might have been
put through have been held up.

This provincial tax was brought to the
attention of Norton Griffiths & Co. when
they purchased a property here and they
are among the most recent of those who
will have to pay it. In their case they
would have to pay anyway on account of
doing business in the province but in other
cases it is regarded by some as more unfair
to 'the investors. The matter has been
engaging the attention of some of the real
estate men and lawyers and it is possible
that a move may be made to have the
legislation amended.

Mainy Icebergs

The presence of an unusually large num-
ber of ice bergs in the path of ttans-At-
lantic liners was indicated by. wireless
last week. Twelve hours before .the news
of the Titanic accident arrived, the serious
menace of the' iceburgs -was pointed out
by the arrival of the Cunard line steamer
Carmania which reported having dodged
twenty-five bergs, some of them more than
250 feet high. The Carmania reported
that the French steamship Niagara had
had a worse experience, having burmped
into two small bergs which punched holes
in her hull. The Niagara had this ex-
perience on Thursday, and unless she had
greatly reduced speed, she should reach
port some time today. The Titanic un-
doubtedly ran into this same ice bank.

Wholesalers Report Market  Strong In
Many Lines

Local wholesale grocers report the pro-
vision market at present strong, with a
tendency to higher prices in many staple
lines, the advance not being confined to
one particular line of foodstuffs. Mani-
toba flour went up ten cents this morning
and a corresponding increase may follow
in Ontario patents. There is a marked
steadiness in oatmeal and cornmeal and
recent advances have been made. Rolled
oats have gone up thirty cents within a
few  days. Wholesalers say it would not
be surprising if package oats also increased
in price. Pork products are declared on
the rise and American clear has advanced
$2 a barrel, while lard, bacon, ham, and
beans are also higher. Sugar is now sell-
ing at about the same price as was asked
last August.
